MORE BANNABLE 
ABORTIONS: 
Despite federal law 
that requires doctors 
to provide lifesaving

 “As a musician in Austin, it’s been a really 
important location to be close to Downtown,” 
said Yvonne Goodwyne, who moved into the 
home in 2020. “[It offers] easy access to my 
gigs as well as facilitating spaces for people 
to jam, to record, to write music.”
 There’s still a chance the Pink Palacians, 
as they’re called, could stay. Property man-
agement informed them Jan. 3 that the 
owner is considering taking the house off 
of the market and raising the rent roughly 
50% to help pay for property tax increases. 
Most residents could swing that elevated 
rent, but if the house is sold, none of the Pink 

 After existing for nearly 30 years as a 
cooperative space worthy of a New York 
Times feature and Best of Austin award, 
the Central Austin home known as the Pink 
Palace is up for sale.
 Owned by University of Texas architec-
ture professor Simon Atkinson since 1985 
and run as a co-op since 1994, the nearly 
3,000-square-foot property houses young 
artists in six bedrooms. Its Zillow listing, 
posted in early October, asks for $1.5 mil-
lion. (The owner did not respond to our 
requests for comment.)
 In previous years, the Pink Palace rep-
resented the quirkiest parts of Austin’s 

cooperative housing movement. Residents 
hosted lesbian vampire parties and painted 
their rooms to their likings. One infamous 
second-floor door opened to the ground 
below (and was later boarded up for safety 
reasons).
 In 2020, however, in the wake of reinvigo-
rated Black Lives Matter protests, outgoing 
residents resolved to turn the Palace into 
a space specifically rented by people of 
color. Now, all seven residents are Black and 
brown creatives who stress that its accessi-
ble location (West 32nd) and low rent (rent 
for each housemate is under $500 a month) 
are anomalies.

 The new year will bring change to the lead-
ership of the Austin Police Association, 
the labor union that represents the majority 
of the Austin Police Department’s rank-
and-file officers.
 Michael Bullock was elected APA’s next 
president in November, but he didn’t offi-
cially take office until Jan. 1. He is much 
less experienced as an officer than most 
APA presidents (he’s been on the force six 
years compared to the nearly two decades of 
experience his two most recent predecessors 
had), and at 33, he’s also much younger than 
most of the recent association leaders.
 Now that he’s sworn in, Bullock – who was 
born and raised in Austin – hopes to make 
progress on the recruitment and retention 
challenges that APD has faced for the past 
several years, as well as improve the rela-
tionships between stakeholders the depart-
ment has to work with, like City Council and 
the District Attorney’s Office.
 Communication will be key to achieving all 
of those goals. “We all have the same pri-
ority, which is keeping Austin safe,” Bullock 
told the Chronicle. “I’m willing to work with 
anyone on that goal, and I 
want everyone to know we 
are ready and willing to be a 
part of the conversation.”
 With staffing, he hopes 
to communicate to prospec-
tive APD officers and to the 
general public the realities 
of what it’s like to patrol 
the streets of Austin. With 
Council, he hopes to reopen 
the lines of communication 
between offices and the APA 
that have mostly gone silent 
over the past five years to 
improve the working relation-
ship between the elected representatives of 
the city’s rank-and-file officers and everyone 
else living in the city.
 But that doesn’t mean negotiations over 
a new, long-term labor contract between the 
city and the APA are likely to resume anytime 
soon. Bullock, like most others around City 
Hall, doesn’t think that will happen until Equity 
Action’s lawsuit over implementation of the 
Austin Police Oversight Act is resolved.
 Mending the relationship with the D.A.’s 
Office will be much more difficult, Bullock 
said. Like many within the law enforcement 
community, Bullock views the charges 
brought against officers by D.A. José Garza 
(and approved by Travis County grand juries) 

as politically motivated attacks on police offi-
cers. The fact that Garza has now dropped 
many of those indictments – mostly those 
stemming from the 2020 Black Lives Matter 
protests – doesn’t help erase that sentiment.
 “I don’t know what that relationship will 
look like in 2024,” Bullock said after a long 
pause. “I am here to work with them … 

but it’s up to the D.A. to 
help set a new tone for the 
relationship.” How might 
the invitation extended to 
the Department of Justice 
by Mayor Kirk Watson and 
Garza to investigate APD 
for patterns of civil rights 
violations affect that rela-
tionship? Bullock welcomes 
the investigation, but says it 
should be more focused on 
the decisions made by APD 
leadership rather than indi-
vidual officers. For example: 
former police Chief Brian 

Manley’s decision to waive the require-
ment that officers write use-of-force reports 
during the most intense two-day period of 
the 2020 protests, which some believe 
contributed to overall weaker cases against 
the officers indicted for conduct during that 
period and thus necessitated dismissal of 
the charges against them.
 Bullock’s four-year term has just begun 
but will overlap with a series of consequen-
tial moments for the department: a poten-
tial DOJ investigation, the likely reelection of 
D.A. Garza, the swearing in of a new Council 
in 2025, and, somewhere along that time-
line, negotiation of a new labor contract.

Palacians have a plan for where they’ll go. 
“I technically don’t qualify for housing 
anywhere because right now I’m unem-
ployed, and I make money from gigs,” 
Goodwyne said. “That doesn’t bring in 
three times the rent anywhere, really. I’m 
trying to lay out my options, potentially 
couch surf. Or maybe, hopefully, stay 
with someone until I can find a place, a 
stable job.”
 Despite past lore, the current Pink 
Palace acts more as a comfortable 
home than a party house. Black Trans 
Leadership of Austin funded a since-
cleared community garden in the back-
yard, while Keith Galloway, a jazz 
artist who moved into the Palace last 
January, fondly remembers impromptu 
jam sessions in common spaces. Most 
importantly, the housemates felt safe in 
each other’s company.
 “[The house is] very incubated, very 
warm, very safe,” said Robyn West, a 
creative consultant who specializes in 
organizing efforts for Black trans women. 
“Just waking up hearing music or hearing 
somebody singing, hitting a random run 
going downstairs. You just wake up to that 
warmth and know that you’re in a space 
that accepts you and wants you to thrive.”
 The housemates have launched a 
GoFundMe to aid in their relocation 
efforts. When asked what Austin would 
lose with the sale of the Pink Palace, 
West turns the conversation back to 
the residents.
 “I don’t think Austin is losing any-
thing. I think our situation is exact-
ly what Austin represents,” she says. 
“Austin talks a big game about protecting 
[marginalized] people and having their 
backs in dire situations, especially when 
it becomes displacement, but at the end 
of the day, the machine still wins.” n

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Reforming APD’s 
Sex Crimes Unit
APD’s Sex Crimes Unit is in the midst of a major 
overhaul. Here’s what year one looked like.

 The Austin Police Department still has 
a long way to go in overhauling its Sex 
Crimes Unit. Only three years ago, APD 
was in the midst of litigation over mis-
handling evidence in a number of sexual 
assault cases and, on many occasions, clos-
ing rape cases without making arrests. As 
a result of those lawsuits, APD agreed to 
transform the unit. Now, the department 
has completed their first year working on 
the multimillion-dollar project that they say 
will deliver systemic change and set a new 
standard for best practices.
 The goal of the Collective Sex Crimes 
Response Model Project is to implement 
119 changes to the unit, most of which were 
identified after a multiyear audit led by the 
Police Executive Research Forum. City 
Council requested PERF 
to investigate in a 2019 
resolution, noting the 
department’s high rate of 
“exceptional clearance” 
of rape cases. Once pub-
lished, survivors found 
the report validating, 
though they cautioned 
that “actions speak loud-
er than words,” as plain-
tiff   Kristen Troken told 
the Chronicle in 2022.
 The report included 
103 recommendations for 
the department, some of 
them fairly abstract (one states, for exam-
ple, that “detectives should approach each 
sexual assault case with an open mind”). 
Implementing all 103 recommendations 
was part of the terms agreed to in a lawsuit 
settlement, though the settlement added on 
another 16 tasks. Some of the 16 are pretty 
concrete: 15.15 and 15.16 state that the 
department make “personal apologies to 
plaintiffs” and a “public apology to all [sex] 
assault victims.” As of December, both goals 
were highlighted as “in progress.”
 Hanna Senko – a lead plaintiff in the 
2018 case against the city – was instrumen-
tal in constructing the victim settlement 
terms and criticized the department for not 
acknowledging many of the sexual assault 
survivors’ concerns sooner. Senko was raped 

in 2006, and detectives did not investigate 
the crime scene or interview witnesses. In 
2021, Senko spoke with the Chronicle about 
then-incoming APD Chief Joseph Chacon 
and was concerned about the priorities of 
the administration at the time, saying, “I am 
done giving credit or believing that change 
will happen until I see it.”
 Now, Senko works for APD, leading the 
overhaul effort under contract as project 
manager for the Collective Sex Crimes 
Response Model. As project manager, Senko 
oversees the progress of each division with-
in the model and told us she views her role 
as “a ‘bridge’ between many of the stake-
holders and project team members repre-
senting agencies in this space.” When asked 
how it feels to be involved with the project 

given her personal expe-
rience with APD, Senko 
told the Chronicle, “I hon-
estly didn’t think I’d ever 
see us get to this point 
in Austin. I am proud of 
myself for riding the ups 
and the downs of it all 
over the past six years.”
 City Council Member 
Alison Alter, who has 
been vocal about APD 
accountability, said sur-
vivors’ input is key for 
the future. That includes 
Senko’s leadership role, 

as well as providing public forums to foster 
a culture of continued improvement. “I’m 
really hopeful that we will go from having 
been very problematic in how we approach 
this to being the model in the country.”
 After formally starting the project at 
the beginning of 2023, the project team 
announced near the end of the year that 
they had accomplished five items out of the 
total 119 recommendations. Nearly half of all 
recommendations were labeled as “in prog-
ress” by the end of the year. The framework 
of the CSCRM is organized into six work 
groups, in which each group is led by two 
chairs (one APD individual and one non-
APD individual). As for why APD believes 
their model will be unprecedented in its 
approach, project team members say they 

are extremely focused on engagement with 
community advocates and, as Alter said, 
“having the right people in the right seats.”
 Nearly half of the seats on the CSCRM 
Project Team are “community advocates and 
partners.” These members are responsible 
for tackling many of the recommendations 
assigned to the Outreach & Partnerships 
work group. More than half of the of the tasks 
assigned to this work group were not started 
in 2023, including one that states “detectives 
should regularly attend the monthly SARRT 
[Sexual Assault Response & Resource Team] 
meetings alongside APD leaders.” But their 

main focus has been on creating a strong 
foundation for long lasting policy imple-
mentation, said SAFE Alliance’s Holly 
Bowles. SAFE, a nonprofit supporting sur-
vivors of sexual assault and abuse, has been 
involved in the model since the PERF report 
was released, with Bowles and Director of 
Forensic Nursing Jenny Black both co-chair-
ing a work group. “It’s going to take longer 
than we might like for the project to be 
done because of how thorough we’re being,” 
Bowles said. “I think the most important goal 
of the project is restoring community trust 
and ensuring collaboration.” n

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Diversity, Equity, and Inclusion Ban 
Starts to Chip Away at UT–Austin
 As the last legislative session’s fruits take effect 
this January, public universities are being forced 
to slash efforts to increase diversity.

Brandon 
Creighton’s Senate Bill 17, which bans diversity, 
equity, and inclusion (DEI) programs, passed 
along party lines with Republican supporters 
arguing that such programs are “exclusive” and 
have been “weaponized to compel speech instead 
of protecting free speech,” according to Creighton. 
Democrats fought for amendments, including 
one clarifying that the ban will not affect course 
instruction, research, student organizations, guest 
speakers, data collection, or admissions, but they 
fear it will walk back progress universities have 
made in inclusivity. “There is no logic in the belief 
that you increase diversity by removing the policies 
and offices that work to promote it,” said Sen. 
Borris Miles, D-Houston, upon SB 17’s passing.
 The ban blocks public institutions of higher edu-
cation from having any office promoting policies 
or procedures or influencing hiring or employment 
practices “with respect to race, sex, color, or eth-
nicity.” Tangible changes so far at the University 
of Texas mostly include renamings: The Division 
of Diversity and Community Engagement will 
replace “Diversity” with “Campus.” The Gender 
and Sexuality Center will become the Women’s 
Community Center, as organizations focused on 
gender are exempt from the ban under Title IX pro-
tections. However, more concerning is the removal 
of the Multicultural Engagement Center website. 
The MEC houses six university-sponsored student 
groups, including the Latino Leadership Council 
and Afrikan American Affairs. It’s unclear what will 
happen to those groups, and UT had not responded 
to our requests for information as of press time.
 Some guidance under the law is confusing: SB 17 
does not define “special benefits” provided on the 

basis of race, sex, color, or ethnicity, but does pro-
hibit them. UT can therefore choose to interpret the 
law permissively: In UT’s official guidance on SB 17’s 
interpretation, “special benefit” does not include 
the “use of institution space reserved in accordance 
with the institution’s ordinary processes.” Thus, 
for example, the Pride and Equity Faculty Staff 
Association can no longer receive dedicated space 
or university sponsorship, nor use UT websites or 
listservs – but they can reserve meeting space on 
campus the same as other unsponsored organiza-
tions. Some actions, however, are clearly prohib-
ited: The Women’s Community Center announced 
via Instagram that SB 17 disallows them from doing 
workshops or allyship training.
 The law includes monitoring to ensure compliance: 
Universities have to submit an annual plan to the 
Texas Higher Education Coordinating Board before 
they can spend state money each year, the board 
may have to testify before a legislative committee 
regarding the school’s compliance, and the state will 
audit each institution at least once every four years. 
If found to be out of compliance, schools will lose 
state funding. SB 17 also allows students or employ-
ees to sue if compelled to participate in DEI training.
 In a statement last month, President Jay Hartzell 
offered that UT will continue celebrating holidays 
such as Martin Luther King Jr. Day, Black History 
Month, and Pride Month. “It is important to 
remember that even while we are complying with 
the new law and policy, many things will not change 
… most notably the topics we teach in academic 
courses, and our research and creative work. Other 
areas that are unchanged include our ability to 
attract guest speakers and performers, outreach to 
increase the prospective-student pipeline, and the 
provision of health care to patients.” Hartzell prom-
ised more detail to come in January. – Lina Fisher

he filing period for City Council elections does not open 
until late July, but the races are already beginning to take 
shape, with 10 candidates already having declared their 
intent to run for five of the Council seats on the 2024 ballot.

 Yes, it is already time to begin thinking about the November 
election – even though it’s still 10 months away.

 Already, the election is shaping up to be an important one 
for Austin voters, who will elect new Council members in 

Districts 7 and 10 and who will have the chance to reelect or boot out 
incumbents in Districts 2, 4, 6, and – perhaps most critically – the 
mayor’s office. We know that the races to fill the open seats in D7 
and D10 will be interesting. In each race, multiple candidates are 
prepared to run serious campaigns. The race for Northwest Austin’s 
D6 also promises to be competitive, and it’s perhaps the most curious 
Council district as the only one represented by a Republican and, 
realistically, the only one the local GOP has a shot of holding.

With six seats on the ballot, City Council could look very different this time next year by Austin sAnders

 And then there’s the mayor. Kirk Watson 
barely beat Celia Israel in the 2022 run-off 
(by fewer than 900 votes). But since then he 
has moved swiftly (with the help of his pal, 
Interim City Manager Jesús Garza) to enact 
sweeping changes to local policy and the 
City Hall bureaucracy that implements it. 
All of those changes may bolster a reelec-
tion campaign in ’24.
 Watson won a shortened two-year term in 
2022 thanks to a May 2021 ballot measure 
that aligned mayoral and presidential elec-
tions. Presumably, he’ll run for reelection. 
He hasn’t made that announcement yet, 
but he is expected to in the next couple of 
months. A few names who might challenge 
Watson have circulated the City Hall rumor 
mill, though none have taken the leap into 
formal candidacy.
 But challengers are running out of time, 
even if candidate filing doesn’t officially 
open for another six months. It is likely 
that Watson will raise at least a million 

dollars for his reelection by the summer, so 
anyone wanting to take him on will need 
to launch a campaign as soon as possible. 
They’ll need all the time they can get to 
build up name recognition and raise their 
own money to pose a serious threat to 
Watson – one of Austin’s most well-known 
and well-funded politicians.
 The incumbents in D2 and D4 (Vanessa 
Fuentes and Chito Vela) are also running for 
reelection, but as of now, neither has drawn 
any challengers. (Jade Lovera, one of Vela’s 
2022 special election opponents, filed a 
new campaign treasurer appointment form 
with the city clerk in May, but she did not 
respond to our attempts to confirm her 
candidacy.) That could very well change, 
because individual Council races require 
less money and less time to build a platform 
to run on. For now, we’re focusing on the 
candidates in contested races.

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 Incumbent D6 CM Mackenzie Kelly 
will have at least one challenger in 
November. Krista Laine, co-founder of 
the small but mighty school board cam-
paign advocacy group Access Education 
RRISD, is in the process of building a 
campaign. Laine is new to Austin poli-
tics, but she has been involved in Round 
Rock school advocacy since her children 
entered kindergarten (as an Austin resi-
dent, where she has lived since 2000).
 That advocacy culminated in a 
Herculean effort to fend off an attempt-
ed right-wing takeover of the RRISD 
School Board in 2022. Laine estimates 
the Access Education candidates were 
outspent 6-to-1 but elected with at least 
a 16-point margin. Part of Laine’s moti-
vation to run, she told us, is that she 
recognized “many of the same forces” 

elevating Kelly’s political ship as those 
who fueled the RRISD School Board 
coup attempt. Moreover, Laine says, 
Kelly has tried to stop progress at City 
Hall, pointing to her recent no vote on 
Council’s HOME (Home Options for 
Middle-Income Empowerment) initia-
tive. “We have had massive population 
inflow and voting ‘no’ isn’t going to solve 
any problems,” Laine told us. “We can’t 
be perfect, but we also can’t be frozen.”
 Kelly is a frequent dissenter – she’s 
the only Republican on a dais with 10 
Democrats, after all. But she says that 
doesn’t mean she’s been an ineffective 
representative of her district. Constituent 
services have been a priority, Kelly says 
– that is, addressing the specific concerns 
from her constituents. She is also not as 
provocatively right-wing as voters may 

 District 7 has never been represented by 
anyone other than Leslie Pool, one of the 
more interesting figures to occupy city lead-
ership in the 10-1 era of Council governance. 
For many years, Pool was a steadfast vote 
against land use reform – but in the past 
year, that has shifted dramatically. She is 
now one of Council’s champions of reform.
 But she has no interest in continuing 
that work through a petition for a third 
Council term, which opens the door for 
a new voice to represent the city’s North 
Central district, which includes old neigh-
borhoods like Allandale and Crestview as 
well as the Domain.
 Mike Siegel, the progressive political 
organizer who waged two respectable but 
unsuccessful campaigns against U.S. Rep. 
Michael McCaul in U.S. Congressional 
District 10, is an early front-runner in 
the D7 race. He is running a campaign 
centered on climate action, which he says 
has not been emphasized enough by the 
current and past Councils. “Our most pow-
erful tool on climate is spending,” Siegel 
told us, given the Texas Legislature’s pen-
chant for preempting regulatory action 
enacted by left-leaning municipalities.
 But spending may be harder for 
Republican state lawmakers to constrain, 
especially when it’s of the voter-approved 
variety like in bond measures or through a 
tax rate election, which would authorize the 
city to collect property tax revenue beyond 
the meager amount allowed under state law 
– an idea that has not yet been broached 
by local elected officials but that Siegel 
supports. “We’ve got to figure out how to 
spend and to do so in ways that emphasize 
jobs and justice goals,” Siegel said. That 
could include a city-funded weatherization 
program, which would help strengthen the 
climate resilience of people living in older 
residential buildings and create more job 
opportunities for people in the trades.
 Another contender, Adam Powell, has 
become a fixture at City Hall, most recent-
ly showing up to speak in support of the 
HOME initiative as a neighborhood leader 
in the Shoal Creek area. Though Powell 
was born in Austin, his parents moved the 
family to Leander where he grew up so 
they could buy a more affordable home.
 He moved to the North Shoal Creek 
area in 2017 and says a prime motivation 
for his Council campaign is making it eas-
ier to live and lay down roots in that part

have expected in 2020, when the memory 
of Don Zimmerman (a true knucklehead 
who did not take the Council job seriously) 
was still fresh in the minds of D6 residents.
 Take homelessness, for example. She 
has been critical of the city’s approach to 
addressing the issue, but she still supports 
Pecan Gardens, the permanent support-
ive housing development that remains 
controversial in her district. “There isn’t 
a lot of education around it,” Kelly said of 
the project. “There’s been a lot criticism 
about the cost of that project,” she contin-
ued, but noted that it’s partly a result of 
renovations required to make the space 
more livable for the elderly and disabled 
population it is intended to serve – like 
removing bathtubs, installing grab bars 
in showers, and making doorways wider 
to accommodate people in wheelchairs.

of town, and the city at large. Pursuing 
transportation and land use planning that 
will reduce car-dependency would be a top 
priority for both affordability and climate 
resilience. “Austin is always going to be a 
city of cars,” Powell said, “but we need to 
do everything we can to make it as easy as 
possible to navigate our city without one.”
 Helping to improve transit – by support-
ing Project Connect with increased hous-
ing density – and build out more bike and 
pedestrian infrastructure are key ways to 
achieve that goal, Powell said.
 At 26, Edwin Bautista is the youngest 
candidate to declare for any Council office 
this cycle (thus far) and, if elected, he 
would become the youngest member of the 
11-person dais. He’s leaning into that fact, 
pitching his campaign as representative of 
a generational shift in Austin that should 
also be reflected in its elected leaders.
 Bautista grew up in Wichita Falls, but 
moved to Austin in 2016 to attend the 
University of Texas, where he obtained 
bachelor’s and master’s degrees. He 
currently works as a right-of-way tech-
nician at Texas Housers, the nonprofit 
focused on improving housing policy for 

low-income Texans, and has served on a 
few commissions and advisory boards in 
Austin beginning in 2021.
 Increasing public participation in local 
policymaking is a central goal of Bautista’s 
campaign. He wants to launch an Office of 
Community Engagement, which would 
serve as a centralized part of city govern-
ment tasked with coordinating engage-
ment efforts across the entire city enter-
prise. Ideally, Bautista says, the office 
would “elevate the collective capacity of 
our community” to propose policy solu-
tions and open up a “two-way street for 
communication with local policymakers.”
 Pierre Nguyễn – an EMT, firefighter, Coast 
Guardsman, and the son of Vietnamese 
refugees – is running with a focus on 
improving the overall health (physical and 
mental) of his community in D7 and across 
Austin. Nguyễn currently serves on several 
boards, including the city’s Public Safety 
Commission and the Asian American 
Quality of Life Commission. Per his cam-
paign website, he’s a supporter of Project 
Connect and equity-focused policy.

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 Like D7, residents living in West Austin’s D10 will 
also be losing a veteran CM. Alison Alter, who has rep-
resented the district since 2016, does not plan to peti-
tion for a third Council term, meaning that the district 
– one of the city’s wealthiest and most Republican – will 
also elect a new representative.
 Ashika Ganguly grew up in West Lake and graduated 
from UT in 2017. She began teaching in Austin schools 
(first at Blazier Elementary and then at Mathews), 
before departing the education field to begin her politi-
cal career as a Capitol staffer. She worked as legislative 
director for state Rep. John Bucy III, the Democrat who 
flipped Texas House District 136 in 2018, during 2023’s 
88th session of the Texas Legislature and the endless 
number of special sessions that followed it.
 Unlike Alter, Ganguly supports the HOME initiative, 
which she sees as a “gentle approach” to increasing 
accessible housing, while potentially offsetting increas-
ing property tax bills for D10 homeowners, Ganguly said.
 “I want to look at ways we can make our city healthy, 
happy, and vibrant,” Ganguly told us. That could include 
helping to subsidize child care costs throughout the city 
and increasing financial support of public schools in 
the area, which have been under attack by conservative 
state lawmakers. “We’ve seen such intense state efforts 
at preemption recently,” Ganguly said, “we need strong 
local leadership now more than ever.”
 Marc Duchen, a former Democratic politico who 
worked on state and local campaigns in the early 2000s, 
would likely continue Alter’s conservative approach to 
land use reform. He has become more focused on local 
issues in recent years, serving on the board of his home-
owners association and on the boards for the Austin 
Neighborhoods Council and Community Not Commodity 
– two groups that have been skeptical of Council’s recent 
efforts at revising the Land Development Code.
 Duchen shares that skepticism, telling us he fears 
Council wasted “enormous political capital” on reforms 
that may not produce the desired impacts. He’s also skepti-
cal of Project Connect, the proposed expansion of Austin’s 
transit network that was scaled down last year following 
budgetary inflation, and of how the city has approached 
reducing homelessness. He said his goal would be to bring 
a more analytical approach to these policy areas.
 “Part of the reason I’m running is to fill a gap that 
synthesizes data and would inform our decisions as local 
elected leaders,” Duchen told us, “because I feel that is 
not happening now. My fear is we’re going to lose a lot 
of experience when people [like Alter and Pool] roll off 
of Council next year.”

 City Council campaigns unfold in cycles; we’re still 
at a very early stage and candidates will continue to 
declare ahead of candidate filing officially opening 
July 20 (it closes Aug. 19). Before then, Travis County 
voters will get to choose candidates in the March 5 
Republican and Democratic primaries, which will 
offer other interesting races. After the primary, when 
attention in Austin turns away from the partisan 
races (which are all but guaranteed for Democrats), 
the next phase of the Council election cycle will 
begin, with things heating up over the summer and 
concluding Nov. 5, Election Day.
 That is, until voters return to the ballot box Dec. 14 
for the inevitable run-off elections. n

 U.S. Reps. Lloyd Doggett and Greg Casar, who together represent most of the 
Austin area, are unopposed in the primary and are virtually guaranteed to be 
reelected. Several Travis County offices are also up in 2024: Precincts 1 and 
3 on the Commissioners Court (Jeff Travillion and Ann Howard, both of whom 
are unopposed) and Travis County attorney (Delia Garza, also unopposed). 
Controversial District Attorney José Garza is running for reelection and will face 
off against primary challenger Jeremy Sylestine.

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 ColdTowne has cultivated a sense of 
community outside its walls, too, starting 
with working with other Austin theatres on 
their harassment policies. They donate to 
social causes and host a community improv 
Thanksgiving potluck. Laws-Phillips 
added, “We recognize that we all share a 
community and how [we can] all together 
make that community stronger.”
 The theatre explores social issues in 
ambitious ways. In 2019, Angola pre-
miered as an improvised comedy directed 
by Ryan Darbonne and Frank Netscher 
about the prison industrial complex. 
Darbonne recalled, “The show, at times, 
was intense and uncomfortable. However, 
ColdTowne was great and never asked us 
to change anything or lighten it.” Whose 
Life Is It Anyway? is billed as a comedy 
show about abortion and raises money for 
the Lilith Fund. The theatre “strives to 
support a brand of comedy that is authen-
tically community-driven,” according to 
Amy Knop, teacher, producer, and director 
at ColdTowne.
 The theatre made a strong impression on 
actor and writer Peter Grosz (of “Two Guys” 
Sonic Drive-In ad fame), who’s performed at 
ColdTowne a handful of times. “In NYC and 
L.A.,” he said, “people are in the scene as a 
means to an end – a career in TV or movies. 
But at ColdTowne, people are there because 
they love the theatre and each other.”
 Even newer actors have profoundly 
deep feelings about ColdTowne: “Please do 
improv and please do improv at ColdTowne,” 
proclaimed Tiana Stuart. She took classes at 
ColdTowne on a recommendation after her

 When Hurricane Katrina changed the 
trajectory of the ColdTowne Heroes, a 
collective of nine New Orleans improvisers, 
toward a North Austin FEMA hotel, their 
path intersected with another troupe: 
the Frank Mills, two pairs of married 
improvisers, relocated from Chicago and 
Cleveland to Austin.
 By 2006, the two troupes, who both per-
formed and taught comedy together, joined 
forces to sublease storage space from the 
owners of I Luv Video on Airport. Thus, 
ColdTowne Theater began moving (not-
so-) uniformly forward, through pandemic 
closure and relocation in 2022 to a new 
home at Second and Chalmers. Whatever 
the address, the Best of Austin and B. 
Iden Payne award-winning incubator has 
become a place to get a foothold in the 
alternative comedy scene, and a home for 
performers seeking more than just a stage.

 For co-owner Rachel Madorsky, “What 
has remained throughout all 17 years – and 
counting – is our dedication to be on the 
leading edge of what’s possible in comedy.”
 Case in point: In February 2023, ColdTowne 
welcomed the Lysistrata Comedy Festival, 
an all-women-and-nonbinary comedy fes-
tival featuring sketch, improv, film, and 
stand-up. Co-founded by Rochelle McConico 
in New Orleans in 2022, the festival would 
be the first at ColdTowne’s new location. In 
searching for an Austin venue, McConico 
observed, “Some places feel like they want 
to have a certain culture but have not invest-
ed the time and energy to make that culture 
come to fruition. … ColdTowne seems to do 
the work to create a culture that feels inclu-
sive and affirming.”
 From the onset, ColdTowne has created 
initiatives to increase gender, racial, and 
LGBTQ+ diversity and equity. They’ve 
earned those bona fides at a level that few 
performance spaces can boast. The theatre 
has been home to all-Black improvisation 
troupe Sugar, Water, Purple; Latinauts, an 
improvised sci-fi telenovela with an all-
Hispanic cast; all-Asian variety show Y’All 

We Asian; and more recently LGBTQ+ 
stand-up showcase Texass, while its long-
running and homegrown show QueerTowne 
is now, post-pandemic, a podcast. Even at 
the ownership level, ColdTowne is uniquely 
inclusive: When Tauri Laws-Phillips joined 
Madorsky and Dave Buckman as co-owner 
in 2020, that made ColdTowne Theater one 
of the few Black-owned, majority woman-
owned improv theatres in the country.
 Well before the dissolution of the New 
Movement Theater (now Fallout Theater) 
due to a harassment scandal, ColdTowne 
set an industry standard in 2016 by creating 
and adopting sexual and racial harassment 
policies and a code of conduct that applies 
to performers, students, faculty, and staff. 
“We were the first improv theatre to have 
a harassment policy that people had to 
acknowledge and sign,” Buckman said.

ColdTowne Theater: 
Always in Motion
The comedy venue is home to diverse audiences and 
performers, but needs a permanent home of its own

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October 2025 gives the theatre more time to 
achieve their fundraising goal and rebuild 
audiences, students, and its presence to 
pre-pandemic levels. Yes, their classes and 
corporate workshops are thriving, even if 
the theatre isn’t back to nightly shows every 
day of the week.
 Unfortunately, a theatre in motion stays in 
motion (aka relocation) and will continue to 
do so unless ColdTowne can find permanent 
space for performances and classes. So far, 
the theatre has secured over $400,000 of 

the $750,000 needed to 
build a new theatre and 
ensure no more lifting 
heavy cardboard boxes 
and filing change-of-
address forms.
 I’m not worried about 
ColdTowne’s future. 
Each time I go, the 
energy is electric. The 
theatre is welcoming, 
down to the outdoor 

picnic tables that serve as gathering spaces 
for audiences and performers. Moving 
inside, you feel like you’re among friends. 
Someone will always say hello, making 
even the hardiest introverts like me feel 
like a part of this unique community.

run on the highly regarded Boom Chicago 
in Amsterdam. Community is nice, but 
learning how to be successful at improv, 
sketch, and stand-up? Icing on the cake. 
Stuart, who appeared in Max’s true-crime 
drama Love & Death, said, “It wasn’t until 
I started doing improv at ColdTowne that I 
started booking [acting] jobs.”
 So, everything is moving uniformly for-
ward, right?
 Here comes the “forces impressed” part 
of Newton’s law.
 In February 2020, 
ColdTowne’s manage-
ment secured a lease for 
a much-needed expan-
sion to accommodate 
growth at the Airport 
location, but everything 
shut down a month later, 
and they eventually lost 
the lease at that spot. 
Then, Michael Jastroch, 
the last managing 
founder, left the ownership team – not for 
any drama, but from the sheer exhaustion 
of running a theatre for 14 years. However, 
the community ColdTowne had cultivated 
helped it survive. Artistic Director Will 
Cleveland shared that “there were a lot of 
referrals and outreach from folx in our com-
munity. They had our back.”
 The original lease for the Second Street 
location was for a year, after which the 
existing building would be razed for, you 
guessed it, condominiums (cue the Joni 
Mitchell classic, but substitute “apartment” 
for “parking lot”).

Programming includes 30-plus panels, 
sessions, and meetups ranging from a dis-
cussion about psychedelics in end-of-life 
care to a presentation about policy reform 
from Rick Doblin, a popular Joe Rogan 
Experience guest, to panels where 
venture capitalists brainstorm 
funding research & develop-
ment for illicit substances to 
gain FDA approval.
 SXSW has been turned 
on to psychoactive sub-
stances for five years, 
launching a Cannabis track 
in 2018, then minting a 
Psychedelics section last year.
 “When we added Psychedelics it 
immediately almost doubled attendance 
from what Cannabis had been receiving,” 
says Adam Wode, Conference program-
ming manager for SXSW. “There’s a 
huge demand and a lot of folks who are 
eager to be viewed as thought leaders in 
the space, so they’d love a mainstream 
speaking opportunity like SXSW. People 
interested in psychedelics are looking for 
ways to have psychedelic medicine be part 
of normalized mainstream conversation.”
 This follows a national awakening 
on consciousness-altering substances. 
Psilocybin mushrooms are now legal in 
Oregon and Colorado, ketamine is widely 
accessible as a therapeutic, and MDMA 
has been designated a “breakthrough 
therapy” for post-traumatic stress disor-
der by the Food & Drug Administration.
 As such, psychedelics are now being 
enthusiastically embraced by unlikely 
audiences, like the wellness community 
and the startup scene. It’s something 
that SXSW seems to be self-aware 
about, since one of their earliest panels 
on the topic was titled the Ethics of 
Mainstreaming Psychedelics.
 “We don’t want to overload the track 
with nothing but VCs that are investing

in the space,” Wode explains. “A lot of 
these substances have been around for 
thousands of years and some very much 
belong to Indigenous communities. That 
needs to be kept in mind when differ-
ent groups are asking, ‘How can we 
trademark and license this and sell it to 
the masses?’ So we’re always thinking 
about creating a balance in program-
ming – with academics looking at it in 
terms of mental health and the cultural 
communities behind psychedelics having 
their story told – so it isn’t completely 

steered toward letting capitalism 
do capitalism in this space.”

 SXSW’s “tracks” are 
essentially umbrella topics 
that programming is built 
around. This year, cannabis 
lost that status. Where 
SXSW 2019 featured 40 

cannabis sessions, the 
current schedule lists only 

three marijuana-focused talks.
 Wode, who had led the 

Cannabis track, says SXSWeed has faced 
several challenges. It proved tough to 
book a steady supply of marquee speak-
ers, having already hosted the likes of 
Steve DeAngelo, Ricky Williams, and John 
Boehner; the industry has endured a tough 
year with mom-and-pop businesses going 
under or being acquired by multistate oper-
ators; and it’s difficult to compete national-
ly in a state with regressive weed laws.
 “There’s hundreds or thousands of 
cannabis-specific events where they can 
do so much more than what we can do 
at SXSW, being in Texas,” he explains. 
“We couldn’t take sponsorship money 
from any brand that directly touched the 
plant, for example.”
 But according to Wode, the biggest 
challenge was reconciling his optimism 
about legalization.
 “If you would have asked me in 2018 
what programming the track today would 
be like, I would have thought that if you 
had a Democratic president, House, and 
Senate, federal legalization would be 
happening and it would unlock all this 
opportunity for the industry. Because that 
hasn’t materialized, it kind of put a ceil-
ing on everything.” n

 The Painted Rocks on a bluff along the Concho River outside of 
the village of Paint Rock is one of the most unique concentrations 
of more than 1,500 native pictographs in North America.
 Among the most unusual art at the site are nearly 20 solar 
markers indicating important dates with light and shadows. The 
winter solstice markers tend to be more dramatic, with daggers of 
sunlight striking the center of certain panels at solar noon.
 The Native American art at Paint Rock goes back more than 2,000 
years, to even before the Jumano people, who are credited with creating 
most of the drawings, were a dominant tribe in what is now Texas. From 
their base settlement near present-day Presidio, the Jumano traded 
with the pueblos of New Mexico and the Caddo villages of East Texas. 
 On the river 33 miles east of San Angelo, the Jumano established 
a semipermanent village. Whether they used the Painted Rocks site 
solely as a ceremonial site or as a campsite is not known.
 The pictographs are spread out over a half-mile on a 70-foot bluff 
made of layers of limestone shelves. The valley, just a few hundred 
yards wide, is flat with plenty of grass and trees surrounded by 
rugged brush country. 
 By 1780 the Jumano were integrated with the Apache, who 
were replaced by the Comanche who used the location. In 1886 
Dunlap Sims owned the pictograph site. Since then the Sims/
Campbell family has jealously guarded the historic art and 
judiciously opened it to visitors.

 For many years Kay Campbell, 96, Sims’ granddaughter and a 
retired teacher, led tours of the site. She discovered the first solar 
markers in the 1980s. Now her son, Bill Campbell, 71, keeps the 
tradition alive.
 Painted Rocks tours are available Saturdays at 10am. For infor-
mation, go to thepaintedrocks.org.

A NIGHT OUT is nothing without a 
good DJ. Local community promotion and 
educational hub BABE ATX (aka Bad Ass 
Bitches Elevating) was created by Kelsea,  
aka DJ Hip Stir, to put more great femme  
and nonbinary DJs behind the turntables.
 Kelsea’s personal DJ journey didn’t start 
in Austin: She picked up a taste for tunes 
in Hanoi, Vietnam, while teaching English 
there. A lifelong music and dance enthusiast 
who’d taught herself piano and guitar, Kelsea 
jumped at the chance to learn from local 
femme and nonbinary DJ collective Pho 
the Girls and their leader, the Vietnamese 
Cambodian Australian Maggie Tra. “The 
mission of Pho the Girls was to get more 
gender diversity (and especially Vietnamese 
women) in Hanoi’s DJ scene,” Kelsea relates over email. “As soon as I took the course, I fell 
in love with DJing and I have been obsessed ever since.”
 A move to Austin at the end of 2021 showed Kelsea that a similar mission was needed 
in this city. Initially, BABE served as an Instagram page for her living-room DJ lessons, but 
Kelsea intentionally cultivated the space into “a WhenWhereWhat page but for femme and NB 
electronic events.” In January of last year, BABE held its first event – a Lunar New Year party 
with a full Asian American and Pacific Islander women and nonbinary DJ lineup at Southcloud 
Ramen. Further accomplishments came after, like co-hosting a South by Southwest event with 
Shared Frequencies Radio and working with Femme Rock to add DJ lessons to their class 
schedule. Kelsea promises a big 2024 for BABE: Babestock, the first ever electronic music 
festival featuring an all-women, nonbinary, and gender-expressive lineup in June; a BABE 
compilation album; and the two new residencies. Chemical X at Limestone Rooftop (on 
Cambria Hotel’s 16th floor) every other Friday features a rotating two-DJ lineup, while Thursday 
nights belong to house music at BABE’s new weekly Cielo Nightclub appointment.
 BABE ATX’s biggest strength is the community: According to Kelsea, the BABE Discord 
boasts over 110 members and there are now three other BABE leaders in DJs Damino, 
Lauren Light, and Mia D. A big community also means musical diversity – a detail Kelsea 
hopes to create more of in Austin’s clubs and bars. “Some people play house, some people 
play dubstep, some reggaeton, some hip hop,” she says. “What’s cool about reaching out to 
BABE is that we can find any type of DJ for any type of event.” n

ANYONE BUT YOU 
 D: Will Gluck; with Sydney Sweeney, Glen Powell, 
Alexandra Shipp, GaTa, Dermot Mulroney. (R, 103 min.)
 Anyone but You explicitly lifts plot points from 
Shakespeare’s Much Ado About Nothing, but 
don’t be fooled by the hifalutin reference: This 
spiritless romantic comedy exists mainly to get 
its wildly attractive leads down to – and even 
out of – their knickers as much as humanly pos-
sible within the confines of an R rating.
 That isn’t the worst excuse to make a movie, 
but for anyone on the hunt for a compelling 
love story or playful comedy, it’s a letdown. 
Not a disaster, just a letdown – especially 
from director/co-writer Will Gluck, who a long 
time ago sticky-fingered another high school 
syllabus standard for the romping The Scarlet 
Letter-rip-off Easy A. Lately Gluck has been 
making Peter Rabbit movies; I suppose one 
way to wash the Beatrix Potter out of your 
system is to have a buff Australian squeeze 
his penis in a sight gag straight out of There’s 
Something About Mary’s playbook. But the 
effect, both literally and figuratively, is bringing 
real limp-dick energy.
 More’s the pity, because Glen Powell (Top 
Gun: Maverick, Richard Linklater’s upcoming 
Hit Man) was born to play a bickering would-
be lover. (In fact, he already has, in the 
terrific Netflix rom-com Set It Up.) Here, he’s 
stockbroker Ben, who hits it off with law student 
Bea (Sweeney, of HBO’s Euphoria) until a 
misunderstanding derails their love connection. 
Fast-forward a couple of years and they’re forced 
to share space, then become unlikely allies, at 
a destination wedding in Australia. It’s a good 
destination! The scenery is winning, and there’s 
a tiny bit with a koala bear I was charmed by. I 
will never understand the internet’s fascination 
with Sweeney, who appears to be scowling even 
when she’s smiling, but she and Powell both 
bodily throw themselves into their parts. The 
effort is there. It’s just a shame the material 
they’re working with isn’t better.

 Grief is often said to be the last act of 
love. It’s love that wells up in us when it has 
nowhere else to go after losing someone 
close. Director Andrew Haigh’s latest film, All 
of Us Strangers, examines that last act through 
the lens of a ghost story. It’s an intimate, 
thoughtful, and beautiful rumination on grief 
that unfortunately subverts its own message 
by the end.
 Adam (Scott) is a screenwriter 
and a loner, living in a seemingly 
empty apartment building in 
London. The rhythm of his solitary 
life is broken by two events. First, 
he is visited by a bold, handsome 
neighbor, Harry (Mescal), and 
eventually, the pair begins a 
relationship. The second event 
is something that should be 
impossible. When Adam decides to visit his 
childhood home while working on his latest 
screenplay, he finds something unsettling: his 
parents, who died in a car crash 30 years prior. 
They remember him, and the family is reunited.
 All of Us Strangers’ biggest strengths are 
in its performances. Scott and Mescal are 
pitch-perfect, with Scott broadcasting the deep 

internal wounds Adam bears from losing his 
parents at such a young age. He is closed 
off to the world, and Scott demonstrates 
this through his soft-spoken and yet powerful 
performance. Mescal is a great foil to his 
melancholy, providing an enticing window into 
what life could be like for Adam if he learns 
how to open himself up. Their work together 

showcases their chemistry and 
immediate connection. Here, 
sex is a part of how they find 
company, solace, and pleasure 
in one another.
 As Adam’s parents, Bell and 
Foy turn in heart-wrenching 
performances. Both must reckon 
with their missteps as parents 
and with accepting their son’s 
sexuality. When confronted about 

not being as warm as he could’ve been, Adam’s 
father asks shakily, “Is it too late to hug you 
now?” It’s performed beautifully by Bell: regret 
and love mingling together to create a moment 
that lingers.
 The craftsmanship on display in the film 
is worth noting as well. All of Us Strangers 
fills its melancholy universe with vivid colors 

Finding Solace in All of Us Strangers

and sharp editing. Whether characters are 
in a house or out at a club, the film has a 
distinct look and feel. Similarly, the writing is 
sharp and affecting, with Haigh adapting Taichi 
Yamada’s 1987 novel Strangers (previously 
adapted as a more traditional horror in 1988’s 
The Disincarnates) and making it distinctly 
his own. In Haigh’s hands, the ghost story 
becomes a potent exploration of grief and 
the impact it has on how we move through 
the world. Opening up to Harry about his 
parents’ death, Adam explains: “Ever since 
[they passed] it’s all been tangled up, being 
gay, losing them.” It’s a poignant and honest 
moment: Adam was robbed of sharing his true 
self with them; the grief of being unknown to 
those closest to us is its own kind of loss.
 This sharpness makes the ending of All of Us 
Strangers all the more baffling and frustrating, 
with a reveal that undermines the beautiful 
message the film sends us. It’s a choice that 
prioritizes loss and pain over the promise of 
finding a light at the end of the grief tunnel. 
Frankly, it feels strange that a movie with so 
much to say about loss wants to wallow in it 
when a chance at joy was right there.

ALAMO S. LAMAR
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where the four guys just expose their own 
incompetence in relationship matters, evoke 
a slightly less caustic early David Mamet, as 
the quartet skates so close to something 
like understanding. The highlight may be in 
their hapless attempts to debunk an online 
guide about what women need to know about 
men, which plays like Neil LaBute scripting 
an episode of Friends. That edge between 
emotional incompetence and modern macho 
hubris is where Waddell finds something 
interesting to say, but it’s too often buried 
under barely competent filmmaking (please, 
filmmakers, I am begging you, do not scrimp 
on your sound mix), stilted performances, 
and some horribly outdated gags and clumsy 
stereotypes, all further undermining a rom-com 
that is rarely romantic or that comedic.

 Instigating incidents are vitally important for 
a story. So when budding writer Omar (Waddell) 
no-shows an all-important makeup date with his 
longtime girlfriend, Diane (Webber), because 
he gets a once-in-a-lifetime career break, rom-
com lore demands it should be the defining 
moment that breaks them but will eventually 
bring them back together. Instead, in awkwardly 
unappealing rom-com Why Men Are Clueless, it’s 
immediate proof that they shouldn’t be together. 
And if they shouldn’t be together, why bother 
trudging through two hours of tedium?
 Trying and failing to emulate cringe-inducing 
relationship comedies like What Women Want, 
Think Like a Man, and Chris Rock’s misguided 
remake of Éric Rohmer’s Love in the Afternoon, I 
Think I Love My Wife, Omar finds himself in the 
lesson-learning situation of being offered his 
dream job – but only if he can convince the editor 
that he understands what makes women tick. 
Unfortunately, Omar’s only resources for refer-
ence are his couch buddies: failed actor Justin 
(Brady), hapless leech Brian (Wooten), and wan-
nabe tough guy C-Illa (Harris), who only appears 
gangsta by comparison to Omar and his worth-
less buddies but carries a taste for high culture 
that occasionally adds to the film’s dry humor.
 Maybe Why Men Are Clueless might have 
been better, or at least more watchable, 
if writer/director Waddell had tightened 
his focus onto that couch. Those scenes,

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Where to Find Pickle Envy
 In addition to pickles, Pickle Envy also 
offers a consistent menu of kimchis and 
krauts, with the caveat that the offerings 
change with the seasons because they source 
from local farms. There’s also pickled okra, 
creamy vegan pickle dip (an occasional treat), 
and their flagship probiotic pickle juice. 
Online ordering is available 24/7 on their 
website (pickleenvy.com), with options for 
local pickup and delivery. Pickle Envy can also 
be found at SFC Farmers’ Market at Sunset 
Valley (Saturdays, 9am-1pm), Flitch Coffee 
(Saturdays, 9am-noon), and Austin Aritsan 
Market at Veracuz Tacos (Sundays, 9am-2pm), 
as well as at periodic pop-ups; check their 
Instagram profile (@pickleenvyatx) for the 
most up-to-date information.

 Until recently, if you were in the mood 
for classic kosher-style pickles in Austin, 
your options were not plentiful. And if you 
wanted your pickles to come with a side of 
righteous fury at Greg Abbott’s cruel border 
policy, you were really out of luck. That is, 
until Pickle Envy came on the scene.
 Libby Goldman and Mae Hardebeck – best 
friends, business partners, and platonic life 
partners – run Pickle Envy, an Austin-based 
pickling company dedicated to bringing Old 
World-style Jewish deli pickles to Austin. 
They moved to Austin five years ago – 
Goldman from Chicago and Hardebeck from 
the Boston area.
 After quitting their day jobs, the two 
decided to start selling their tasty, crunchy, 
salty blend of pickles and other fermented 
vegetables full time.
 “Libby and I first imagined this business 
together many years ago,” says Hardebeck. 
“I made an apron for Libby based on how 
many pickles and kimchi they were coming 
up with and sending to friends across the 
country.” The duo (both of whom use they 
pronouns) sold their first jar at South by 
Southwest 2023 and it has been off to the 
races since then.
 “I didn’t realize this was going to converge 
as much as it did, but I come to fermentation 
from a wine perspective. There’s many 
similarities between people who love food, 
who love wine, who love fermentation – it’s 
like a very virtuous circle. I really like that,” 
continues Hardebeck, whose last job was as 
a floor sommelier at June’s All Day.
 “I think we as a business really want 
to emphasize how it’s a special process 
[fermentation] for us and we’re kind of 
re-creating flavors and tastes that Libby 
has experienced throughout childhood at 
Chicago Jewish delis,” Hardebeck says.
 “The pickles that we make are kosher 
dill pickles – we’re not making bread-and-
butter pickles,” Goldman continues. “It’s 
such an opportunity to dig into Jewish food 
history, Japanese food history. Mae’s mom 
just taught them how to make miso. So 
Pickle Envy is us seeing the kind of food we 
want to see in Austin, and selfishly lets us 
do really fun things.”

 When they’re not up to their elbows in 
salt, vinegar, brining tubs, and pickle jars, 
the duo engages in the struggle for migrant 
justice alongside their fellow progressive 
Jews through Never Again Action. NAA 
is a national Jewish nonprofit protesting 
the inhumane treatment of migrants by 
the United States government, particularly 
the family separation policy instituted by 
the Trump administration in 2019. The 
group was inspired by the trip to the 
border and the migrant detention centers 
by Congresswoman Alexandria Ocasio-
Cortez, as well as her comment that the 
migrant detention centers along the border 
reminded her of concentration camps.
 Goldman helped refound the Austin 
chapter particularly in opposition to Greg 
Abbott’s Operation Lone Star, the policy 
launched in March 2021 to increase the 
militarized aspect of enforcement along 
the border by sending Texas state troopers 
and National Guardsmen there. Goldman 
explains how they were further inspired 
by a trip to the border organized by Austin 
justice organization Grassroots Leadership.
 “We went on the human rights delegation 
to bear witness to OLS. It became really 
clear that we need more people in the fight, 
and, where are Jews? There were no Jewish 
people, Jewish organizations being a part of 
this. So we came back to Austin to restart 
the chapter here,” says Goldman. “So one 
thing led to another, we formed a strategy 
team, we started getting together every 
month on Shabbat to plan and strategize 
together. We need to organize ourselves to 
be able to do anything.”
 “The desire for Jewish space, and want-
ing to exist and be ourselves in Jewish 
space, you grew into more of an awareness 
of wanting that,” Hardebeck adds. “So in 
terms of NAA, it is a group effort, but Libby 
hosted the first meeting, which was setting 
the ground for who wants to do this.”
 The duo is quick to point out that NAA 
and the fight against OLS are group efforts, 
although they did take the lead in getting 
them off the ground here in Austin. “If any-
thing, it isn’t that there isn’t enough leftist 
Jewish organizing – it’s so hard in such a 

big city to know where it’s all happening. 
But as a result of seeking it and not find-
ing it, starting this up has been a way to 
welcome like-minded folks and become the 
space that we were working for.”
 Running a pickle business and taking 
on the governor’s deportation machine can 
be a lot of work, but the two have found 
that one can help boost the other. To its 
founders, Pickle Envy is not simply about 
making money, at least not entirely. It 
allows them a degree of independence as 
well as the time and energy to focus on 
organizing. You could very well say that 
supporting Pickle Envy is a way to support 
Never Again Action.
 “Libby and I are really excited to have 
full control over how we spend our money. 
From the very beginning we have been 
really interested in being a part of the 
local agricultural and economic ecosys-
tem, as opposed to expanding really big,” 
Hardebeck says.
 To that end, don’t expect to see Pickle 
Envy pop up in supermarkets anytime 
soon. That independence allows them to be 
an explicitly political company. Goldman 
and Hardebeck are very clear that being 
anti-Greg Abbott and anti-Operation Lone 
Star is a part of their company’s core values.
 “If you were to say that buying a jar 
of kosher-style pickles from us would be 
one step to ending Operation Lone Star, I 
don’t think that you would be wrong,” says 
Hardebeck. n

WHY AREN’T THE AWARDS ALL 
FANCY ANYMORE?
 Across the Austin Opera House, Palmer 
Auditorium, Austin Music Hall, and Austin 
Convention Center, the music awards have 
existed in many forms over the years. They’ve 
also had quite a few hands on the wheel: After 
Moser’s establishing run, Celeste Quesada, 
who previously produced the Texas Film 
Hall of Fame gala, took over as creative 
director in 2014. Under her guidance, the 
awards built up to a grand ACL Live at 
the Moody Theater affair where “exclusive 
private floor tables” started at $2,800 in 2018. 
During that era, Chronicle co-founder and 
former Editor Louis Black operated the 
AMAs independently from the paper, first via 
Louis Black Productions and later through 
the Society for the Preservation of Texas 
Music. During the show’s 2021 pandemic 
pause, the Chronicle quietly re-inherited the 
reins. In the past two years, at Emo’s and 
Mohawk, we’ve brought the party back to 
its ramshackle roots with show producer 
Paul Minor, known for engineering/booking 
at Hole in the Wall and the ABGB. Winners 
can still get their glammed-up photo ops, and 
we still think it’s pretty dang fun. n

An Austin Music 
Poll FAQ
Attempting answers on the four-decade-plus tradition

 It’s been 43 years. Just a few months 
after the launch of The Austin Chronicle 
as a brand-new baby publication, the first 
Austin Music Poll ran in the paper on Dec. 
18, 1981. (My Chron forebears also launched 
a since-defunct Movie Poll the week prior.) 
The mail-in ballot enthused: “So vote today 
– a high score just might give your favorite 
band a needed and well-deserved boost. Be 
patriotic; support Austin music!”
 Sign of the pre-internet times: A 
December issue that year rounded up 
“the sheer quantity of vinyl released by 
Austinites in 1981,” with help from the 
folks at Inner Sanctum Records. This 
search resulted in a measly one-page 
listing of just 39 LPs and a handful of 
45s and EPs. Flip to today, the Chronicle 
music writers recommended over 60 
different records as our year-end favorites. 
If we’d attempted to list all the 2023 
releases out of Austin, it would have taken 
up the whole issue. The Austin Music 
Poll attempts an annual snapshot of this 
seriously expanded scene.
 As the current Music editor, I field a lot 
of questions about how the poll and the 
awards show are conducted. Having been 
involved for less than 10% of the four-
decade-plus history and knowing there’s 
a wealth of well-informed explainers in 
our archives, I haven’t always known 
how to best reply. I spent my holiday 
break reeling in the archives to attempt a 
linkable bundle of frequently asked Austin 
Music Awards inquiries. While protocol 
has wiggled around, with the loss of some 
categories (Best Soft Rock/Easy Listening 
Band) and the addition of others (Music 
Video of the Year), the annual tradition still 
stands to grant your favorite band a well-
deserved boost.
 Voting in the Austin Music Poll’s 51 cat-
egories is open now until Jan. 22 at vote.

Find more FAQs on 
this year’s party and AMA history below.

WHAT’S NEW THIS YEAR?
 Save the date for the 2023/2024 Austin 
Music Awards, happening at Antone’s 
Nightclub for the first time on Sunday, Feb. 
25. Tickets will be for sale soon.
 While in recent memory winners were 
unveiled live onstage, the results of the 
very first Austin Music Poll were revealed 
in a cheery 1982 issue reading, “Why Are 
These People on Our Cover?” This year, we 
want to bring the big announcement back 
to our rare, flippy-floppy newsprint. After 
all, we’re one of the only remaining inde-
pendent alt-weeklies in the U.S. Why not 
encourage folks to grab one?
 So, prior to the Austin Music Awards 
event at Antone’s, the poll results will be 
announced in the regular print issue of the 
Chronicle on Thursday, Feb. 22. While we 
still strive to build in some ceremony sur-
prises, the change aligns with recent shifts 
toward a more laid-back, scrappy, on-brand 
awards show. Fewer speeches, more focus on 
the fans, and fewer staff needed to wrangle 
what was once a multipart four-hour affair.

I’VE BEEN NOMINATED IN THE 
AUSTIN MUSIC POLL. WHAT DO I 
NEED TO DO?
 Huge congrats! If you’d like to 
encourage folks to vote in the poll, we’ve 
linked some social media graphics at 
vote.austinchronicle.com. (No pressure if 
you’re not into that!) After voting closes, 
winners will be notified ahead of the 
awards show to confirm attendance. As 
explained above, preannouncement of 
winners in the paper hopefully alleviates 
some frustrations about non-winning 
nominees (we don’t use the L-word around 
here) having to buy their own tickets in 
recent years.
 Some explanation: With the awards 
show moving to more intimate venues, 
it’s proved impossible to continue offering 
guest spots to all five nominees in all 51 

categories like we did in bigger rooms. If 
you do the multiplication, holding all those 
spots would take up just about the entire 
capacity of Antone’s.

– all ticket proceeds go to the SIMS 
Foundation, which provides mental health 
and substance use recovery services to 
ATX musicians, industry professionals, 
and their families. You can contact 
austinmusicpoll@austinchronicle.com 
with any more questions.

HOW DO I GET NOMINATED?
 Each November, we tap a nominating 
body (“NomBod”) of over 500 creative peo-
ple who work in Austin music (in a capacity 
other than being an artist) to submit their 
picks. They’re radio personalities, book-
ers, writers, artist managers, promoters, 
photographers, venue workers, producers, 
record label/nonprofit employees, and more. 
Previously, the poll had operated as a write-
in, free-for-all election. But by the time 
Facebook rolled around, the write-in system 
led to lots of repeat winners, and nomina-
tions frequently went to bands who rallied 
their fans on social media. Former Music 
Editor Kevin Curtin oversaw the NomBod 
introduction in 2019 and did a very elo-
quent job of introducing the need for a sin-
gle-round, multiple-choice ballot. (Revisit 
“Write-In, Wrong,” Nov. 29, 2019.) It’s made 
the poll much more diverse and, we think, 
more reflective of the year in Austin music.

WHAT ARE THE AUSTIN MUSIC 
AWARDS?
 The very first Music Poll didn’t have an 
accompanying ceremony – that tradition 
began the next year, 1983. The Club Foot 
lineup included Angela Strehli and special 
guest Stevie Ray Vaughan (misspelled on

To kick off 
festivities shared among the 13th Floor, Chess Club, Elysium, 
Stubb’s, and beyond, the Chronicle pops up at Cheer Up 
Charlies to launch our own 2023/2024 Austin Music Poll (with 
more details on p.40) and offer free goodies while supplies 
last. We didn’t have a hand in booking the Friday lineup, but 
it’s a spot-on must-see assembly. Find Batty Jr., Mockjaw, and 
Sammy G indoors, plus Redbud, Billy Glitter, and Nolan Potter’s

RUNNER AND BOBBY MINI TOUR
Swan Dive, Friday 5 [Free Week]
Coral Snake, Saturday 6
Mohawk, Sunday 7
Meanwhile Brewing Co., Monday 8
 Columbus indie rockers Runner and Bobby roll in from Ohio 
to kick off their Austin mini tour with a Howdy Gals-hosted free 
show alongside Retro Cowgirl and Barb. With an instantly mem-
orable sound that bridges the gap between the Smiths and King 
Krule, lead singer Parker Bailey’s raw vocal talent highlights the 
trio’s energetic instrumentals and cerebral lyricism. Fresh off their 
sun-kissed, surf-wax-coated 2023 EP Maui Tapes, a midsummer 
dream of post-punk-tinged surf jams, the Midwest must-listens’ 
four-night run loops in further Austin acts like Ben Buck (Coral 
Snake) and Daydream Twins (Mohawk). – Elizabeth Braaten

SKETCH, KINDKEITH
Parish, Saturday 6 [Free Week]
 James Alexander Adkins naturally draws comparisons to 
Anderson .Paak for being an improbably splashy drummer who 
simultaneously sings. The Florida native, known for his work with 
contemporary jazz giant Bob James, combines with bassist/
vocalist Montez Garner for one of Austin’s most instrumentally 
exciting rhythm sections. Their project, Sketch – rounded out by 
Gary Clark Jr. keyboardist Jon Deas, guitar ace Matt Muehling, 
and keyboard enchanter Dayne Reliford – planted their flag with 
a popular C-Boy’s residency in 2023. Their Free Week appear-
ance fittingly features proggy fusion argonauts DODO and the 
squishy indie/R&B/pop of KindKeith. – Kevin Curtin

MUGGER, PUSSY GILLETTE
Hotel Vegas, Saturday 6 [Free Week]
 Though self-described as hardcore punk, mugger – 
founded by Creepoid’s Anna and Patrick Troxell – offers more 
than the genre’s usual breakneck riffs and indiscernible 
holler. “101,” the most arresting off the band’s 2022 demo, 
packs a Tasmanian devil of noise and Anna’s gravelly roar. 
The tape’s grungy instrumental “Intro” and the choppy metal 
guitar of “All Time Tough Guy” suggest even more up their 
sleeves. Come early to this marathon, where HOT///CAKES, 
the Get Lows, Otis Wilkins, and Pussy Gillette promise a 
master class in psych, dance punk, alternative, and garage.

NOVA SINGLE RELEASE
Soundspace at Captain Quack’s, Saturday 6
 After introducing a mélange of squishy synths, bleary 
trip-hop, and blues confessionals in 2021 debut Novaville, 
malleable freak-folker Nova Barton teases catastrophe. Lead 
single of upcoming sophomore release NovApocalypse, 
“Bird in the Hurricane” whirls a plucked string melody 
reminiscent of Joanna Newsom’s medieval arrangements. 
Barton’s despondent vocals bear a tale of stark resilience: 
“Maybe it’s really better that I never truly got out/ I just 
found a way to deal with things/ I got sick of hurting 
myself.” With a vast sonic profile rooted in Americana 
influences, the North Texas native’s multiplicity pairs well 
with opener Hover’s electronic neofolk and Boomershack’s 
self-described “rock-a-soul.” – Laiken Neumann

THE SPITS, DIE SPITZ
Mohawk, Thursday 11
 Buoyed by the rowdy chemistry of sibling duo Sean and 
Erin Wood, punk stalwarts the Spits have hawked humor-
twinged garage rock for over two decades. The Seattle-bred 
outfit’s list of fans includes hometown headbangers Die 
Spitz, whose band name and equally salivating live energy 
pay homage to their punk predecessors. After catching their 
breath from last fall’s sweep of the states in support of 
Amyl & the Sniffers, the native Austinites continue to bulk 
up their résumé of stellar opening slots, joining the Spits 
for a four-stop Texas tour. Recent live sets saw the quartet 
tease two new tracks, hinting at mosh-ready releases from 
the group in 2024. – Genevieve Wood

Where the Wildflowers Grow
 Floral motifs abound on Cha’keeta B’s EP 
Where the Wildflowers Grow, which plows 
plots for rhymes on love, lust, and labor. 
Following 2018’s hard-hitting full-length 2 
Incomparable and a slew of singles, the 
rapper reenters the ring championing jazz-
forward, gooey beats over her debut’s 
electronic and trap inclinations. The 

Eastside native’s penchant for community continues, however, in features from three-time 
collaborator Lakrea; vocalist/guitarist Ivy Roots; Temple, Texas, emcee Marcell Clemons; 
gruff Austin rapper Dame Mac; and R&B composer/singer Terrence Léon. On her own for 
the luscious “Aromatic,” Keeta balances softness and hunger regarding the divine 
feminine in botanical detail (“Put your nose all in my flowers”). Bouncy neo-soul charges 
brief anti-capitalist condemnation “Lotus (9 to 5),” where the poet’s switch between 
hushed and bold annunciation mimics cog-in-the-machine exhaustion. “We gotta work until 
our hands and our feet hurt, just to give it all back on the damn 1st,” she spits, while 
guest vocalist Tree G lends a similarly catchy syncopation in the chorus. Cautionary tale 
“Desert Rose,” a final word on loyalty that sees Keeta ultimately embrace lonesomeness, 
demonstrates both her fruiting wisdom and flourishing flows. – Laiken Neumann

WET DIP
Smell of Money
 Daniel Francis Doyle fans, brace yourselves. The singer-songwriter’s 
got a rollicking solo discography, sure, but it’s nothing compared to 
Wet Dip. Doyle and sisters Erica and Sylvia Rodriguez issue abstract, 
minimalist no wave, not just sharpened alternative rock. Sylvia, who 
shares bass and guitar duties with Doyle, opens debut Smell of 
Money with plainly sung vocals, but she most often barks her words, 
which form agitated imagery and irate accusations. In “Black Friday,” 
a “five finger discount” goes so awry that our narrator is willing to 
turn against her co-conspirator. “I told them you raped me/ I told 
them that grave was mine,” she snarls against noisy guitar accents. 
No shock the trio would take on Pixies’ offbeat, amelodic death 
crawl “Silver” – though a relatively faithful cover of Gloria Trevi’s “Pelo 
Suelto” may surprise. It all builds to unambiguous closer “Kill Floor.” 
Atop stoner metal guitar, Sylvia reveals what, exactly, the Smell of 
Money is. “Smells like shit,” she repeats, building to a throaty trasher’s 
scream. Care to guess their politics? – Carys Anderson

 J SOULJA
BOX WITH GOD: EP
 As he progresses toward developing the 
Smoke Out and its sister concert series the 
Pre-Roll into destinations for upstart Central 
Texas hip-hop artists to hone their craft, J 
Soulja flexes a bit on his second extended 
play of 2023. A prominent Mike Tyson 
aesthetic binds the project’s 22 minutes as 
Soulja offers his own version of promotional 
trash talk on opener “Angels.” “I swear the 
only P you n----s push was probably peon/ 
I was running tracks before you n----s put 
your cleats on,” he jabs toward envious 
contemporaries. On single “F.I.U,” Arza Arzito’s 
smooth production offers Mike Melinoe a 
runway to deliver a quick, standout verse. 
Features are constant, as only “Existence” 
doesn’t pair another rapper alongside the 
reliable BOX WITH GOD godhead. Magic in 
the matchups, it’s refreshing to hear Melinoe 
share a track with Ifé Neuro (“Status”) and a 
Teeta feature succeeding a Yung Bryse one. 
Turns out the Smoke Out founder’s whole 
“sharing the spotlight” thing extends to the 
music, too!?
