Your December 29, 2023, cover photo
stunned many members of the Jewish com-
munity in Austin who are regular readers of
The Austin Chronicle. The cover photo and
the three photos inside were perceived by
many as anti-Israel editorialization. [“Chronicle
Photographers Reflect on Their Most
Memorable Photos of the Year”] Intentionally or
not, photos can communicate an implicit bias.
In many ways, they communicate more than
words. Moreover, the omission of any reference
to the terrorist attack on Israel in the accompa-
nying copy only served to magnify that bias.

During this very volatile and divisive time,
publications have, if not an obligation, then
a valuable opportunity to cover this crisis
responsibly, with the nuance and balance
it deserves. Journalistic bias on this topic
will only lead to more divisive rhetoric and
escalation of already alarming levels of hate-
fueled assaults, discrimination and violence
toward the Jewish and Muslim communities.

PROJECT CONNECT CHALLENGED project

Connect, promised to overhaul transportation in
Austin, is facing a lawsuit from plaintiffs includ-
ing Travis County Commissioner Margaret
Gomez and Dirty Martin’s Place. They argue
the city lost its authority to collect taxes for light
rail as the plans and cost of the project have
changed after its 2020 passage, the Austin
Monitor reported. Council and the Austin Transit
Partnership deny all claims in the lawsuit and
authorized $350,000 to pay for legal costs.

LESS PUMPING PLEASE There’s another big

lawsuit to watch. KUT reported this week that
Aqua Texas, the private water company that
was fined by the Hays Trinity Groundwater
Conservation District last year for pumping
almost twice the water it was allowed out of the
Trinity Aquifer, is suing the district. In the suit,
Aqua Texas says it could suffer “a possible per-
manent loss of its valuable property rights in its
groundwater” due to penalties. The district says
the company is operating illegally as it hasn’t
renewed its permit for 2024.

TINY HOMES TO END HOMELESSNESS A joint

investigation by The New York Times and The
Texas Tribune took a look this week at the suc-
cess of a local tiny homes community - Mobile
Loaves and Fishes’ Community First! Village -
which is poised to grow to nearly 2,000 homes
across three locations in the next few years,
making it the largest project of its kind in the
nation - big enough to permanently house half
of Austin’s homeless population. Homelessness
rates are continuing to rise in Austin; an ECHO
estimate in October found 5,530 Austinites with-
out shelter, a 125% increase from 2021.

STATESMAN UNION GEARING UP TO STRIKE

Gannett still won’t budge on wages, benefits By LINA FisHER

Statesman staff are gearing up to strike
in the coming weeks, as negotiations on
wages and benefits have continued to stall
since journalists voted to unionize in 2021.
Nicole Villalpando, leader of the Austin
NewsGuild, said, “No one wants to strike.
We want to work, but the strike will hap-
pen if we cannot get Gannett to come to
the table with serious terms. So far, what
they’ve offered us is just terrible.”

On X, formerly Twitter, the union is
posting ads about a forthcoming strike and

asking for financial support to get staff
through it. Their strike fund on GoFundMe
has so far raised $22,480.

After their last one-day strike June 5,
they made some gains on safety for jour-
nalists, said Villalpando. They’re now more
free to refuse an assignment that puts them
at risk or to ask for a buddy. Where they’re
far apart is on wages and benefits. Gannett
is offering a minimum salary of $48,000 a
year; journalists are asking for $60,000. “We
just want everybody on staff to be able to

live in the community that they cover,” said
Cat Vasquez, currently on the sports bridge
desk, which is at risk of being eliminated.
“It’s not a radical idea. We want people that
work 40 hours a week to be able to pay rent
and buy food.”

Villalpando said low pay is partly at fault
for the newsroom having lost 25% of its staff
in the last three years, with 77% turnover.
Wages are stagnating: about a fifth of the
newsroom hasn’t had a raise since 2017,

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PUBLIC DEFENDER WARNS CITY'S PROPOSED FIRST
HEARING PROCESS CIRCUMVENTS CRITICAL PROCESSES

The Austin Police Department continues to
pursue a proposal that would allow the city of
Austin to control the process around the first hear-
ing an arrested person faces - despite concerns
from criminal court judges, prosecutors, defense
attorneys, and now the Public Defender’s Office.

Travis County Chief Public Defender Adeola
Ogunkeyede offered sharp criticism of APD’s
still mostly undefined proposal at a Public
Safety Commission meeting on Monday, Jan. 8.
“The entire Travis County community deserves
better than the APD virtual magistration pilot,”
Ogunkeyede began, referring to magistration, the
initial hearing that determines whether there’s
probable cause to keep someone in jail and sets
their bail. “What APD is proposing is allowing the
city to circumvent some very real legal and critical
processes ... for savings that seem illusory at this
point and have not been detailed in any measure
that is reliable and trustworthy.”

APD Assistant Chief Jeff Greenwalt also attend-
ed the PSC meeting, where he mostly rehashed
APD’s motivations for pursuing the proposal - it
would save the city money and get officers back on
the streets faster after making an arrest, they have
said - but also said the initial scope of the proposal
has narrowed. (The PSC intended to vote on a
recommendation for City Council to “permanently
table” the APD pilot, but commissioners postponed
that vote because they were not aware APD had
changed the scope.)

Greenwalt said (as we reported Dec. 19) APD
would test the proposal through a “mock trial,”
where an APD officer would “arrest” another
officer and take them through the still-undefined
city-run process to see if it works. That will happen
sometime in the next few months; then, the plan
is to launch an actual pilot. The Chronicle asked to
observe a mock hearing and APD declined.

Two of the legal processes Ogunkeyede said would

be jeopardized by the APD proposal include counsel
at first appearance (CAFA) - a program the city

and county both support that would provide legal
representation to everyone - and prosecutorial arrest
review (also known as early case review), which aims
to keep people out of jail who were arrested under
charges prosecutors do not intend to pursue.

A new attempt at CAFA is unlikely to start this
year. Arrest review is already in place at the Travis
County and district attorneys’ offices. Some stake-
holders have suspected one of APD’s motivations
has been getting around arrest review, though APD
has denied that (in September, Greenwalt called
that suspicion “completely untruthful).

Allowing APD officers to circumvent arrest review
will be a consequence of the program, Greenwalt
acknowledged at the PSC meeting. “We do not
intend on including the arrest review process in
this particular trial.” In October, APD reassigned
the detectives that help prosecutors review arrest
affidavits and replaced them with less-experienced
sergeants — a decision that some stakeholders spec-
ulated could be a minor act of subterfuge intended
to weaken arrest review. Greenwalt denied this via
email Nov. 11, saying, “We would never just place
people into a position without the proper training,”
and that the decision was purely to help fill patrol
shifts amid the department’s officer shortage.

Greenwalt also insisted that APD would provide
the same pretrial services that the county currently
performs with the city footing the bill, and that the
city taking over will save money.

About the overall scope of APD’s plan - and,
perhaps, a signal of how it may proceed - Greenwalt
admitted that the department may have put the cart
before the horse. “When we first started we didn’t
realize the magnitude of the project,” Greenwalt
said late in the meeting. “Not to say that it’s going
to stop us, we just have more to investigate before
we figure out the next step.” - Austin Sanders

Austin is creating its first universal-
ly accessible playground, geared toward
kids and their caregivers with dis-
abilities and special needs. The Austin
Parks Foundation and the city’s Parks
& Recreation Department are combining
forces to build the All Abilities Playground
at Onion Creek Metropolitan Park in
Southeast Austin.

research shows that the design of tradition-
al playgrounds often marginalizes children
with disabilities. For example, a playground
with a pea gravel surface, like many of
those found around Austin, can stop a kid
in a wheelchair from engaging in play
with other kids. So progressive communi-
ties around the country are building play-
grounds with new designs.

IS MEDICAID FOR POSTPARTUM MOMS STILL HAPPENING? MOST LIKELY.

In a state with one of the highest numbers of pregnancy-related
deaths in the nation and extremely restricted access to legal abortions,
free health care for postpartum moms is finally coming down the pike.

Texas is one of only eight states that have not yet adopted
Medicaid coverage for moms 12 months postpartum, a Centers for
Medicare & Medicaid Services spokesperson told the Chronicle.
State legislators sought to remedy that when they passed House Bill
12 with broad bipartisan support in 2023.

The law took effect Sept. 1, but four months later, coverage still isn’t
available. Why? Mostly red tape. Between the necessary paperwork, feder-
al approval process, and an implementation to-do list, Texas Health and
Human Services is working to implement the new coverage by March
1. It seems we're on track for that timeline to play out, but we're waiting
on approval from a federal agency that has a track record of long delays
answering Texas’ requests. There is also a remote possibility that moms
will never receive that coverage, if the federal agency nixes the state’s plan.

To expand Medicaid access, Texas needs approval from the federal
agency in charge of it, CMS. “Addressing the United States’ maternity
care crisis is a key priority for the Biden-Harris Administration,” a CMS
spokesperson told the Chronicle, and they’'ve approved postpartum
extensions in most states.

But when Texas tried to implement six months of postpartum
Medicaid three years ago, the state moved slowly and the federal gov-
ernment went silent. Most states that have implemented this Medicaid
extension have done so in two ways; the state of Texas has now tried
one and moved on to Plan B. The first way to extend Medicaid to
moms is through an alteration to the state’s 1115 waiver, which gives
federal authority for special state Medicaid care programs. In 2021,
the Legislature passed a bill meant to do that. Eight months later, the
state submitted a request to the federal Medicaid agency to amend
our waiver, and it's been under review for nearly two years. When asked
why CMS neither denied nor approved that request, a CMS spokes-
person told the Chronicle that CMS “does not comment on current
reviews, nor can it speculate on potential dispositions.”

So, the state’s trying a different approach, having submitted a
kind of request (called a state plan amendment or SPA) that CMS
will be required to approve or deny in 90 days. HHSC submitted two
SPAs to CMS on Oct. 20: a Medicaid SPA and Children’s Health
Insurance Program SPA. That means CMS will need to approve or
deny the state’s application this month. An HHSC spokesperson told
us the state agency “is in regular communication with CMS regarding
the SPAs.” - Maggie Q. Thompson
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Texas has long kept its grid independent, but that could change

Could ERCOT Connect to the
Southeastern U.S. Grids?

Texas has long maintained a stubbornly inde-
pendent electric grid, unlike the rest of the United
States. Most states share power; for example, the
Eastern Interconnection operates east of the Rocky
Mountains, and the Western Interconnection covers
the Pacific Ocean to the Rockies. But The Dallas
Morning News reported last week that the Electric
Reliability Council of Texas is nearing the end of
a study into connecting the Texas grid to parts of
Southeastern U.S. grids. Texas is currently exempt
from federal regulation due to its independence, but
it also misses out on a major benefit of interconnec-
tion: shared power from other states in the event of
a statewide emergency like 2021°s Winter Storm Uri.

Pattern Energy, a private company that owns
and operates utility-scale solar and wind facilities
in the U.S., Canada, and Mexico, has been working
for more than a decade with ERCOT to create the
Southern Spirit Transmission. The approximately
320-mile transmission line would start at the
Texas-Louisiana border and run through Louisiana
and into Mississippi, where it would connect with
grids in the Southeast. If approved soon, the proj-
ect could start as early as 2026 and finish by 2029,
with right-of-way work being done now.

Key to the political success of the project is that
the Federal Energy Regulatory Commission has
confirmed the feds would still have no jurisdiction
over ERCOT. But Louisiana and Mississippi regula-
tors must agree, and the proposal is not without
controversy. The Louisiana-based Red River Parish
Journal reported that during public meetings,
where Pattern Energy has asked for support near

a stretch of 21 miles where transmission lines
would cross the state, residents worried that

they wouldn’t benefit from the project, as power
would flow through, not to, the area. Conversely,

a Mississippi utility, Entergy Mississippi, filed testi-
mony in October contending that the project would
compete with their gas plants by sending low-cost
renewable energy from Texas to Mississippi.

The Texas end has already agreed, however: DMN
reported that Garland Power & Light, a utility com-
pany northeast of Dallas, announced its participation
back in 2011. If the plan is approved, Garland Power
& Light will operate a substation on the Texas-
Louisiana border, plus 30 miles of transmission lines
leading up to it. The project is estimated to cost $2.6
billion, and the Texas Public Utility Commission has
ordered ERCOT to present updates every six months.

Energy experts estimate that if this transmission
line had been in place during Winter Storm Uri,
outages in Texas would have been reduced by
about 10%, meaning around 400,000 fewer Texans
would have been without power. Plus, Environment
Texas’ Luke Metzger points out it could be a step
toward meeting the Biden administration’s goals of
a carbon-free grid by 2035 by sharing Texas’ wealth
of renewables: “A lot of those states - Alabama,
Mississippi, Georgia - just don’t have the same
renewable energy resources that Texas has.

Policy at
FronteraFest

Austin’s innovative and egalitarian performance
art gathering keeps its public service mission

That 25 minutes is the time set aside for
every production in the core of this year’s
FronteraFest, the Short Fringe: a month of

After a tentative and
masked return in 2023, this
fest feels “a little bit more
like it’s back to normal,”
he observed, and he should
know. He’s FronteraFest’s

The Presidio Chapel of San Elizario, about 22 miles southeast
of downtown EIl Paso, anchors the historic district of one of the best

historic small towns in America.

Still a parish church, the chapel has a history that goes back to
1752. It began as the religious home for Spanish soldiers at a fort
on the south side of the Rio Grande. The military moved to the

present site of San Elizario in 1789.

In 1829, a deluge washed down the Rio Grande, destroying much

of the fort and the chapel. It also carved a new channel that put San

Elizario on the Texas side of the river. The fort was in ruins by 1851.
The adobe bricks of the fortifications were gradually hauled away

to build homes for what was once El Paso County’s largest town.

The current Catholic church is the fourth chapel and was construct-

ed between 1877 and 1882. It was never technically part of the

Spanish mission system.

The chapel’s beauty is in its simplicity. The thick, white adobe walls

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are supported by four massive buttresses. The rounded mission-style
espadana (belfry) on the front was added in the 20th century, as were
stained-glass windows and a colorful pressed-tin ceiling.

Named for a former Spanish presidio, which was named for St.
Elzéar, the French patron saint of soldiers, the historic architec-
ture of San Elizario has survived largely intact. Many of the build-
ings around the main square maintain the original territorial-style

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The Oppressive Horror of
The Zone of Interest

Jonathan Glazer’s Holocaust drama is deliberately and powerfully distancing

The three minutes of prelusive black screen
that open Jonathan Glazer’s Holocaust drama
The Zone of Interest serve to tamp down out-
side thoughts, the gradual choral music on the
soundtrack attuning the viewer to the film. It’s a
method of conditioning, cinematic
shorthand that roughly translates
to “prepare yourself.” The film
then cuts to an idyllic riverside,

a family picnic in progress: swim-
ming, picking berries, walking back
to the car, the ride home, and then
lights out. A nice, relaxing day for
Rudolf Hoss (Friedel), his wife,
Hedwig (Huller), and their brood.
Tomorrow, it's back to work for
Hoéss, commanding the Auschwitz
concentration camp, the walls of which are right
next door to the family’s home.

Much as he did with his previous film, 2013’s
Under the Skin, Glazer has adapted a novel but
has pulled from it only the material that suits
his vision. Here, it's Martin Amis’ 2014 novel
of the same name, and what Glazer has taken

is tone. It is the tone of business, the tone of
Teutonic efficiency. In overseeing this place of
mass murder, Obersturmflihrer Hoss speaks of
loads and pieces. In discussing architectural
plans for a new extermination facility, the main
concern is the expedience in
which a chamber can be turned
around, or “reloaded,” for the
next delivery and what method of
production will result in the high-
est yield per day. The systematic
eradication of the Jewish popula-
tion along with other undesirables
has been distilled to its most
dehumanizing essence. At home,
Frau Hoss rules the roost with a
stern hand, but she’s not above
letting her maidservants pick out some clothing
for themselves among the sacks of seized items
that arrive daily to her house from the camp
(although she keeps the fur coats for herself).
When she’s not gossiping over coffee with the
wives of the other German officers, she can be
found tending to her sprawling garden, complete

with greenhouse and swimming pool. A visit from
her mother provides further distraction. Glazer
dares us to emotionally invest in the drama of
the Hoss’ family life — potential promotions and
reassignments, domestic quarrels, the desire to
live a happy, fulfilling life.
Apart from a handful of tracking shots,

the film is a series of middle-distance static
shots, giving us the same detachment the
Héss household possesses living next to a
concentration camp. But The Zone of Interest’s
coup de grace is never showing any activity
within Auschwitz itself, allowing only the sounds
of the camp to be a constant, nerve-racking
presence. Woodpecker or machine gun?
Crying baby or dying woman? The horrors of
the camp are utterly ignored by the family as
we, the audience, can think of nothing else.
It is a brilliant tactic, this brazen display of
indifference and complicity, because it pointedly
reflects our own. Glazer helpfully includes an
extended fade to black at the film’s end to give
us some time to reflect on this.

There’s a symmetry to Anselm, a documen-
tary tool by which great German filmmaker Wim
Wenders explores the creative life of his coun-
try’s first significant contemporary artist, Anselm
Kiefer, a monumental creator whose work
stands on a high-wire between purposeful chaos
and discovered order. A prodigy with brush and
pen at an early age, Kiefer's work now is truly
gigantic, as reflected in the growth of his stu-
dios, from bedroom to barn to warehouse and
now an entire 200-acre complex in the south
of France. Warhol used a factory: Kiefer, it is
clear as he bicycles around his massive atelier,
requires one.

It's arguably of a pair with Wenders’ 2012
performance/documentary/obituary Pina,
recounting the life and work of great German
choreographer Pina Bausch, not least because
he once more picks up a 3D camera. No one
captures a person wandering aimlessly in won-
der through a natural space like Wenders, and
this being in 3D he gets to indulge his love of
long shots down corridors and boulevards (the
arthouse documentarian’s equivalent of a 3D
horror “knife out of the screen” shot).

Instead, he stands back to observe Kiefer:
or rather, two areas that clearly fascinate him
with Kiefer as an artist. There is the interest in
his methodology, captured in how he collects
and forms unlikely materials, splattering molten
metal and torching grass mudded to canvases,
hardening clothes so that they clang on the
ground when he casts them from a giant metal
staircase, slathering paint on a saber-sized
painter’s knife over delicately shaded sketches
the size of a house. But equally fascinating to
Wenders is the philosophy of the artist, who
regularly faced criticism for his attempts to
wrest millennia of German history from the
perversion of the Nazis, all the while refusing to
let them bury their own complicity in the Reich’s
crimes. His extraordinary photographic project
“Occupation,” a series of self-portraits of him
dressed in his father's Wehrmacht uniform,
performing limp-wristed Sieg Heil salutes
across Europe, remains as powerful and
provocative as it was in 1969. Under Wenders’
careful eye it's shown to be as much a part of
Kiefer’s catalog as his modern, more familiar,
more epic concrete constructions — themselves
evocative of the bombed-out buildings of
Donaueschingen in which he played.

Those questions of midcentury German
identity clearly obsess both men, both raised
in the wreckage of the Reich, and through his
impressionistic depiction of the artist’s work
Wenders comes to a closer understanding of the
melding of medium and muse (much more so
than Sophie Fiennes’ intriguing and dreamlike
2010 documentary about Kiefer's construction of
his Eschaton complex, Over Your Cities Grass Will
Grow). Yet Kiefer the man can be oddly absent,
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and his personal life is generally a blur. It's not
until the final credits that you'll realize that the
younger Kiefer of several reconstructed scenes is
actually the artist’'s own adult son, Daniel. It's an
interesting thought experiment to imagine what
that other child of 1945, the perennially nosy
and cheerfully intrusive Werner Herzog, would
have got out of either Kiefer about their often-
challenging relationship. But this is Wenders’
portrait, and as such it is as unique and thought-
provoking as Kiefer's own epic works.

THE BOOK OF CLARENCE

How do you capture the magnitude of Golden
Age Hollywood’s sword-and-sandal epic with a
modern sensibility? This is one of the questions
that The Book of Clarence seeks to answer.
Directed, written, and scored by Jeymes Samuel
(The Harder They Fall), it's a unique if tonally
uneven mix of sincere homage to biblical epics
like The Ten Commandments and irreverent
entries like Monty Python’s Life of Brian.

The year is AD33 and Clarence (Stanfield)
just can’t win. Struggling to care for his mother
(Jean-Baptiste) while his twin brother, Thomas
(Stanfield again), went off to become an
apostle, he’s in debt to mobster Jedediah the
Terrible (Kofi-Abrefa) and in love with Jedediah’s
sister, Varinia (Diop). Aside from these everyday
struggles, Clarence and the other citizens of
Jerusalem are living under Roman occupation,
an oppressive force that affects all the other
problems in Clarence’s life. In a time of mira-
cles and messiahs, Clarence’s dilemma is time-
less: How does someone get through life while
under untenable circumstances? Ultimately,
Clarence decides the best way to work through
all of these challenges is to become the new-
est messiah, in the vein of Jesus of Nazareth
(Pinnock), and embrace the glory and money
that comes with it despite his own lack of faith.

The ensemble cast at the heart of the film is
part of why it works for the most part. Stanfield in
particular is great in his dual role as Clarence and

Thomas: Alfre Woodard, as Mother Mary, is always
a welcome presence and does a great job with
what she’s given here, while Omar Sy is particular-
ly great as Barabbas, a self-proclaimed immortal
with a heart of gold. Eric Kofi-Abrefa’s performance
as Jedediah the Terrible is memorable as well,
imbuing Jedediah with strength and intimidation
but delivering one of the most moving monologues
in the film that ties the biblical struggles of the
film with ones we see in our world daily.

As for that mix of new and old, while the
classic staging and costuming of the epics The
Book of Clarence is referencing are present,
there are plenty of fresh and new elements to
bring something new to the genre. We're shown
compelling, visceral point-of-view shots that take
us right into the middle of breathless chariot
races and brutal crucifixions. There are miracles
and magical realism, too: Stones stop in midair,
people float after taking a hit from a hookah,
and the wounded are healed.

Buoyed by these creative bursts of fresh
air and great performances from its ensemble
cast, The Book of Clarence has a lot to offer
but is weighed down by its tonal irregularities.
At times it feels like it wants to be a comedy,

a la History of the World, Part I, and at others it
seems solidly part of serious dramas like Ben
Hur. It’s a tricky tone to balance, and The Book
of Clarence doesn’t always succeed, weakening
an otherwise enjoyable and entertaining film.

KILLERS OF THE FLOWER MOON TOP FILM OF 2023

But Oppenheimer dominates in multiple categories

The Austin Film Critics Association has announced its awards for best films of 2023, and
Martin Scorsese’s historical crime epic Killers of the Flower Moon has taken the top prize.

Based on the “Reign of Terror,” in which more than 60 members of the Osage Nation
were murdered for the oil money, the film also took the Best Actress award for Lily
Gladstone’s performance as a woman who barely escaped the fate of so many others
and instead helped expose the monstrous crimes. Gladstone’s actually a two-time winner,
having also been voted by AFCA members as this year’s recipient of the Robert R. “Bobby”
McCurdy Memorial Breakthrough Artist Award.

However, while Killers may have taken the top award, it was a bountiful year for
Christopher Nolan’s Oppenheimer, which performed an almost perfect clean sweep with
eight wins, including for Nolan as writer and director and for Cillian Murphy, Robert Downey
Jr., and the entire ensemble for their performances.

The AFCA, which draws its membership from working film critics with Austin-area publi-
cations, including The Austin Chronicle, also presented the latest Austin Film Award (given
to movie by a filmmaker residing in Austin during production) to music documentary Milli
Vanilli, directed by Luke Korem.

Although writer/director Josh Forbes is best
known as a music video director for Walk the
Moon and Carly Rae Jepsen, he’s at least had
experience with practical effects on 2016’s
zombie STD gorefest Contracted: Phase Il. So
maybe it's the comedy part that eludes him as
he throws failed prog musician-turned-low-rent
studio engineer William Brown (Rodrigues) into
conflict with troll-like new neighbor Vlad (Winter,
under layers of prosthetics) who insists on
blasting EDM at all hours of the day and night
through the cardboard-thin walls of their apart-
ment building. A nebulously racist sight gag
(pick an ethnic stereotype, any ethnic stereo-
type, or at least a singular accent), Vlad pokes
and prods “Villie,” as he mockingly dubs him,
until the milquetoast muso finally loses his cool
and accidentally decapitates his nosy neighbor.
Not that being headless stops Vlad from being
a continuing thorn in the side of poor William,
or of this mirthless, heavy-handed indie comedy,
even as more bodies pile up and return to keep
ragging on William.

Recurrent jokes about prog, small ear canals,
prog, gooey organs, prog, annoying neighbors,

and prog can’t raise even a smirk. Nor can
dull cameos by Thomas Lennon and Kumail
Nanjiani get the blood pumping on this cooled-
off comedy cadaver. It all feels like an in-joke,
appealing to some weird subset in the Venn
diagram of “people who find bassists funny”
and “people who want to see a less slimy ver-
sion of puke-laugh-era Peter Jackson.” For those
three people, this is the movie for you, but for
most people old enough to remember both
Idle Hands and Ozric Tentacles, the run time is
better spent trying to forget both of them and
this film (anyone too young for either should
count themselves lucky). Destroy All Neighbors
feels old and tattered, incapable of summoning
the crackling chaos of great “terrible neighbor”
flicks like The 'Burbs, Joe's Apartment, or the
Belushi/Aykroyd social satire Neighbors, which
oddly feels like an influence here. But even the
Blues Brothers on their worst day (and there are
many arguments to be made that their ill-consid-
ered suburban satire was exactly that) had an
edgy fire to them. Destroy All Neighbors has all
the verve of a blood clot.

MEAN GIRLS

Millennials know Mean Girls like the backs
of their hands. Not to pigeonhole Mean Girls as
“millennials only” nostalgia, but the Tina Fey-
penned comedy, based on Rosalind Wiseman'’s
high school exposé Queen Bees and Wannabes,
was the teen movie of the 2000s, the one that
has passed the zeitgeist test of time. It would
be impossible to not compare the original and
this 20-years-later remake, but even with the
added bonus that this is an adaptation of the
2018 Broadway musical revamp, there’s a hol-
low emptiness to this rendition that’s thoroughly
soul-sucking.

It's as if by adapting the film, which was
adapted from a book, into a musical and back
into a movie, Fey was left utterly clueless as
to why the movie she wrote two decades ago
worked so well in the first place. The big arc is
the same, pitching newcomer Cady Heron (Rice)
and her social reject friends Damian (Spivey)
and Janis (Cravalho) against Regina George
(Rapp) and her Plastics. Yet to cut time to bring
in musical numbers, microscenes that gave the
film full-rounded characters or that mattered
to the story are adjusted or scrapped. Instead,
each character is given a song (or most charac-
ters are, because they removed stage Damian’s
tap-dance number), but not all of those songs
feed into story or character development. Like
Plastic Karen (Avantika), whose song “Sexy” is
based around Amanda Seyfried’s iconic delivery
of, “I'm a mouse, duh,” a song that’s no more
than a party anthem to remind the viewer that
it's Halloween. The Halloween party is a big
turning point for Cady in the film, the one where
she finally sees popular Plastic Regina for
who she truly is; but instead of spending time
with the two, developing Cady’s relationship to
Regina, Fey’s script and Samantha Jayne and

Arturo Perez Jr's direction opt for atmosphere
over substance.

By removing interactions between characters,
the film is left with no soul. Plastics Gretchen
(Wood) and Karen stay sidekicks, or hyenas, as
Cady coolly calls them. They become defined
by the jokes made to tear them down: Karen
a “dumb slut” and Gretchen a superficial wan-
nabe. This goes against the message of the
original film, which is that women have more to
them below the surface and if high school didn’t
pit us against each other, we would see that.

Which leads to the movie’s main problem:
Regina George. Reneé Rapp is an incredibly
alluring, charismatic talent that feels crushed
by Jayne and Perez Jr’s dull direction. Oddly, for
a movie that builds up to a simmering third-act
battle between Cady and Regina, Regina’s pres-
ence feels muted. The musical even cuts out
their big blowout, the fight that leads to Regina
getting hit by a bus, in service of a “fuck you”
song from Janis (titled “I'd Rather Be Me”) that
puts the girls’ ultimate showdown match in the
background instead of the foreground. A fun
song in theory, but it takes away from Cady’s
personal growth by omitting her big “ahal”
moment, where she finally realizes that she has
become the mean girl.

There are a lot of holes that can be poked
in the Mean Girls musical, but at the end
of the day, it's just a poorly made film with
more product placement than heart. Cady is a
boring plain-Jane type, Janis and Damian are
no more than a Greek chorus, and the movie’s
big bag is lacking onscreen presence. A shot-
for-shot remake would have had more school
spirit than this.

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Review: Juicy Claws

Southeast Asia meets Louisiana in this no-frills establishment

Set in a nondescript strip mall on the far
northwest side of the city, Juicy Claws takes
flavors from two seemingly disparate cuisines
to craft a truly Texas experience. So-called
“Viet-Cajun” restaurants aren’t a new
creation - they’ve been growing in popularity
in Houston for years — but the Austin market
has been underserved. Amalgamating the
recipes of Texas’ Vietnamese population, one
that has been steadily growing since mass
emigration began in 1975, with that of coastal
cuisine heavily influenced by our Louisiana
neighbors, this combination yields some
delicious results.

The breadth of flavors is at work all
over the Juicy Claws menu, and a dish like
chicken wings shows it clearly. While the
standard Buffalo and even lemon pepper
options are available, Saigon fish sauce and
garlic butter are, too. The wings are good-
sized and well-cooked, with enough sauce
to please. On the Cajun side of the ledger,
po’boys with shrimp, fish, or oysters are

the sandwich of
choice. The bread
is fresh but not
exceptional, and
the freshly fried
proteins and top-
pings make for a
solid choice.

The portion of
the menu that will
intrigue  many
is the standard
boiled dinners.
No need to fire up
a big pot in the
backyard: Juicy
Claws will cook up shrimp, crawfish, and
even snow crab with either Louisiana spic-
es or garlic butter. Combine with corn,
potatoes, and sausage for a messy, very
tasty affair. It is no small amount of work
to retrieve the best bits from these crea-
tures, but it is absolutely worth it. Don’t

worry - gloves and
a bib are provided.
Those won’t help
if the spice level is
too much, so order
appropriately.

Pasta comes into
play with both garlic
noodles and linguine
with basil Alfredo.
Chicken, shrimp,
and lobster round
out these flavorful
starchy plates. The
basil in the linguine
elevates it from stan-
dard Italian American fare to something
that fits nicely in these environs. The fried
rice is straightforward and what one would
expect from any good Chinese restaurant in
town, maybe even a little more. It’s a deli-
cious dish, and there’s even a crawfish and
sausage version available. Very apropos.

Like any self-respecting seafood
establishment, fried plates are available.
Shrimp, fish, and chicken pair with
seasoned Cajun or sweet potato fries.
These are safe options for conservative
palates, but will still satisfy. Other seafood
specialties like grilled jumbo squid, garlic
parmesan oysters, and basil clams offer
a more adventurous path. There are also
several soups on the menu, like clam
chowder and tom yum for some Thai
flavor. The gumbo would fit in nicely at
any Cajun joint.

This isn’t the type of place to visit
expecting high-end modern aesthetics or
overly attentive waitstaff. The calling card
here is the food, which is well-priced, well-
cooked, and brought out in short order.
Juicy Claws is a great addition to an ever-
growing part of town that will bring lots of
different kinds of eaters together for some
truly inspired food. Good luck narrowing
down all the choices. |

And North Austin’s Hong Kong
Supermarket (8557 Research) will be clos-
ing permanently on Sat., Jan. 27 — which
also means that the venue’s dedicated
restaurant, P. Thai's Khao Man Gai, a favor-
ite of Chronicle freelancer Evan Rodriguez,
will also vanish from the neighborhood’s
culinary options. Luckily for Rodriguez and
the rest of us, Khao Man Gai’s owner Thai
Changthong is still running his excellent

The First
Hit’s Free

Four Austin acts hit the ground
running at Free Week
BY THE MUSIC TEAM

Snowballing every year as a much-loved
wintertime tradition, Free Week manages to
elevate a common occurrence on sleepy weekday
nights year-round — meaning multi-act, all-local
concert bills — to main event status. Cue the
lights, because for one long weekend in early
January (conceptually repeated in July for Hot
Summer Nights) Austin music is the main event.
The whole enchilada. The reason for the season.

In the club-hopping spirit, and looking to walk
off our chicken parm from Marinara Miracles,
Chronicle writers caught up with four Austin
acts we’d already had our eyes and ears on
during last week’s pro bono bonanza. Scattered
across Red River Cultural District clubs, their
performances proved predictive of plenty more
music to adore in 2024.

REDBUD

Psych-funk for the fishes

The squishy, wobbly, sepia-toned psych-funk of Redbud
sounds thick in the way cough syrup tastes thick. It's
maybe the music fishes dream of whenever you accidentally
leave the tank light on overnight. For humans, like the work

of key band influences Unknown Mortal Orchestra and

Hiatus Kaiyote, it also probably hits pretty wavy on most

}._/ substances. Corticosteroids, though?

“This week my vocal cords are actually, literally on
steroids because I've got laryngitis,” says bandleader, lead
songwriter, and noted Mars Volta megafan Katie Claghorn.
“Also like, just me as a person is on steroids. I'm hardcore.

“I'm really raging right now,” she adds, before
launching into an extended monologue about the
trampoline at her house. Also “really raging” was
Redbud’s breakout 2023, which brought a KUTX Studio
1A session, expanded touring, and the release of their
five-track Long Night EP (though not, regrettably, a visit
to Austin’s Red Bud Isle Park, which Claghorn sheepishly
admits she hasn’t been to since 2022).

“We’ve been able to go up to New York a bit to play
some shows. It was fun to see what that scene holds -
the music and the artistry,” recalls Claghorn. “But down
here, | think the EP release party at the Ballroom in

February was really the moment. It just felt like we were
finally revealing who we were to the Austin music scene,
and Austin in general.”

Well, for the most part.

“l have to say, however, we're nominated for Best Pop
at the Austin Music Awards and like | get it and I'm so
grateful, but I'm also surprised because you look at the list
and it’s a lot more dancey-poppy stuff,” Claghorn laughs.
“What we have to do to get labeled as pure proggers, |
don’t even know. | thought we were experimental!”

If their Friday night show at Cheer Up Charlies was
anything to go by, we recommend the quartet keeps playing
music on steroids. Kicking off with a chunk of material
currently being tracked for a debut LP with producer Dan
Duszynski (Sun June, Good Looks), Redbud played a
freaky-leaky 10-song set. Literally occurring on Free Week,
the performance was also free as in “free your mind,” so
hopefully those Levitation programmers were looking out.

On par with her mind-altering aquarium soundtracks,
as our interview ends, Claghorn muses: “What’s the
best-sounding color? | got to say sunset orange. It can
go relaxing or it can go really hype. Versatile, but always
attention-grabbing.” - Julian Towers

LLUVII

Indulgent jam waves

Austin art-rock wizards lluvii (pronounced “UV”) carefully
left one song from debut EP Pacifico out of their midnight
set Saturday night. But Free Week night owls at Mohawk
indoors begged for an encore — a real surprise, not even
routine for the room’s frequent touring acts. “All right, we’ll
do one more for you,” guitarist and vocalist Carol Gonzalez
said with a shocked smile.

The surreptitious tempo changes of “Wayn” elicited a
mesmerizing ebb and flow, characteristic of the quartet’s
entire Latin-infused jam set. Luna Luna all-stars Kaylin
Martinez and Ryan Gordon commanded the rhythm
section — the former’s tight beats bolstered by bongos
and the latter’s basslines snaking through jazz and funk.
Keyboardist Felix Kimbrell yelped a mariachi grito to
introduce an unreleased noise rock descension, while
Gonzalez led the proceedings with purring alto vocals.

Formerly known as Carito, a pet name Gonzalez’s
family calls her, the band rebranded as lluvii shortly
before releasing Pacifico in December. “It just became

really collaborative. It no longer was a solo project,” the
singer says. The “resurrection,” as Gonzalez describes
it, welcomed Kimbrell to the crew, whose dreamy
flourishes add lush layers. Refreshing the group of
longtime roommates, the keyboardist first tapped into
their jam room just a month ago before embarking on a
Iluvii Texas tour.

Minus the new addition, other members’ sonic heat far
precedes lluvii’s indulgent grooves. In-demand drummer
Martinez has played with Gordon for seven years and
joined Gonzalez in Denton-launched psych-punk project
Manifest Destiny’s Child. “Playing with Carol and Ryan and
Felix, | get to actually express what | have in my head. It

challenges me in every single way,” says Martinez, who
also plays with post-punk crew Never.

Atop hazy guitar tone, an array of percussion colors
Pacifico, including an agogd made with Brazil nut shells,
mimicking the sound of rushing water. The concept is no
coincidence, as Gonzalez began writing the project out on
the Pacific Ocean as a research assistant for UT-Austin’s
Marine Science Institute. The songs’ unconventional
structures and quick switch-ups may have thwarted one
audience member’s mosh attempts, but this unique bite
sources the foursome’s kinetic energy.

“They always say one word whenever they hear something
nice,” says Kimbrell, gesturing to his bandmates. “‘Tasty.””

Sugar rush shoegaze

When Jordan Terry and Aidan Babinski debuted as
Daydream Twins in 2021, they chose the perfect project
name. First single “Carpop” reveled in soft-sung vocals
and velvety guitar atmospherics, and their following full-
length dealt in similar ethereal soundscapes. Once the
band began playing shows, however, they realized a live-wire
energy in live performance — and a certain joy in stomping
on the distortion pedal. Queue hefty new EP Bombinate,
which captures the enthusiasm of a gig with propulsive
drums and, above all, heavier riffs.

The project came to life over the summer, when the
band — rounded out by bassist Chris Welvaert and drummer
Jacob Silvia - hit the East Coast for the first time. “We
went on a little tour with our buddies Sad Cell and played
three of those five songs a bunch and got immersed in the
live music world, as opposed to just getting in [the] studio
and recording and doing stuff in the headphones,” Babinski
explains. “I call it our ‘sugar rush’ EP because it's us
turned up all the way.”

It’s a natural progression for Welvaert and Babinski,
who once bonded over “doom-adjacent stuff” despite their
dream-pop output. Guitarist Babinski grew up playing drums
and laid them down on the record, resolving to bring more
movement to the project. (Check the title track and seven-
minute fuzz-bass march “Cut” for proof of his success).
Elsewhere, “Gleaming” offers a rare duet between Babinski
and Terry — a change the primary singer says she forced her
partner into accepting. “l wrote both parts and | recorded
both parts and then told him which one he needed to do,”
she recalls sheepishly.

Despite a more vigorous sound, Daydream Twins
maintain that enigmatic shoegaze flair when they hit the
stage. Thursday’s Free Week show at Empire offered a
who’s who of twentysomething bands, with the quartet
following sets by old friends Sad Cell, plus Grocery Bag
and Farmer’s Wife. Avoiding crowdworking small talk, the
group focused on the music, plowing through a 30-minute
set shrouded in smoke and red lights.

Three gigs across the no-cost winter festival preview the
band’s busy 2024 schedule. In March, they’ll take on their
first South by Southwest as official artists, though it'll be
hard to beat last year, when Welvaert recalls they played
“something like” 16 unofficial shows. “We had 18,” Terry
quickly corrects, to group laughter. At least they’ll have
inspiration for LP No. 2. - Carys Anderson

Electronic communion

When Rona Rougeheart stands in the white-hot spotlight,
she magnifies her presence with self-programmed visuals
and an intense, soul-peering glare. The 34-minute Friday
set shook the 13th Floor with currents of “electronic
boom,” the way Rougeheart describes her beat-driven,
boundless panorama as SINE. Onstage, crimson
waves ruptured with each strike of a digital drum in
“Communion,” while hypnotic synths pervaded “Jetset”
and “Future Whores.”

“This is where the sinning happens, OK?” she said after
performing November single “Dolor,” an ominous ritual with
lyrics beckoning the crowd to pray. Dressed in all black, the
Austin artist whispered the temptations of closer “Dark
Matters” over a chilly, throbbing sub-bass: “A heaven that
you can’t deny/ They'll take you to the highest high.”

Living in Austin since 2009, the singer/percussionist
earned endorsement from Gretsch Drums while playing
in Eighties New Wave-inspired act Dead Love Club from

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Rona Rougeheart of SINE on Jan. 5 at the 13th Floor, where she played

2014 to 2016, as well as other bands around town.
After beginning to build her own tracks in Ableton, she
stepped out from behind the kit to form SINE in 2016.
On using performance to unveil previously hidden
struggles, she says: “l want to stand onstage and show
[the audience that] they don’t have to take it and feel
like that anymore.”

Her next album, Luxuria, due Jan. 19, oozes self-
gratification with playful jabs at rage, sex, and money.
With production by Danish industrial artist Claus Larsen
(Leaether Strip), Rougeheart embraces a sinister
expansion in the collection’s entropic and celestial
grooves. The new era heightens her bold, larger-than-life
visual presentation, meticulously seen in everything from
SINE’s digital media to clothing.

“We’re not all depressing vampires,” the New York-born
musician quips in reference to her project’s dark, dominatrix-
inspired aesthetic. “I'm actually pretty happy, really.”

The multi-instrumentalist began to discover her heavy,
electronic soundscape in middle school when she saw
Depeche Mode at Houston’s Southern Star Amphitheater
with her sisters. As the youngest daughter of Irish and
Taiwanese parents, she recalls: “It dug out that part of
me that was always there.” Flash to 2019. In further
communion with gothic UK heroes, SINE landed an opening
spot for the 40th anniversary Bauhaus tour in Orlando.
After Peter Murphy canceled, Rougeheart and bandmate/
collaborator Curse Mackey lent a hand in saving the show
with an improvised set led by David J.

Crossing (2018). Opening the
deconstructionist disc is “Bury Me,” a
mortal rumination off his first album.
Where the original murmured Lone Star
roots mysticism, its redo strips down to
West Texas skeletal, a High Plains electro
eclecticism full of paranormal innuendo. Le
Tigre remixes Escovedo? Eventually.

Mountain and the Mirror, Geranium Drive’s new EP, nods to sev-
eral Sixties influences, from the Beach Boys harmonies of opener

closing jam “Fairy King.” In second track “Fridgian Cartwright,” how-
ever, the band steps firmly into the next decade, replacing dreamy
psychedelia with proto-punk fervor. “Don’t be late "cause keeping
me waiting’s so wicked,” Autumn Furtak sneers, delivering his own
“Search and Destroy” mission statement. “Gonna summon the sound
from inside of you,” he promises. When choppy chords give way to
wailing solos, the bandleader casts his spell. - Carys Anderson

WILD CHILD, “BACKWARDS”

The tentative Wild Child reunion keeps pace with their popularity
into 2024, extending last year's surprise End of the World LP and
tour with a new single as they prep for an upcoming European
jaunt. In fact, “Backwards” delves into the Wild Child archive with a
previously unreleased recording from the duo of Kelsey Wilson and
Alexander Beggins. The R&B-tinged song still fits their recent work,
blurring the lines between the band’s pop and Sir Woman’s surging
swank. From the saucy, grooving build to infectiously smooth chorus,
Wild Child only dishes earworms. - Doug Freeman

SOUPMAKESITBETTER, K LIKE THE LETTER,
& IFE NEURO, “HARVEST”

Compton-born, Houston-grown local MC Soupmakesitbetter
links up with frequent collaborators Ifé Neuro and K Like the
Letter for spellbinding new single “Harvest.” Community-oriented
tastemaker Soup is known for founding indie label/lifestyle line
Paid Better, championing an unfettered DIY ethos with colorful
projects and homegrown tours, plus a 2022 custom ice cream
flavor with local sweets peddler Luv Fats to boot. With an accom-
panying visual shot by UT-Austin student Thomas Blanco, his
latest release’s pensive bars surf the wave of a hypnotic vocal
sample, culminating in an offering even better than Campbell’s.

His annual Austin appearance includes
a $100 cash prize midnight dance contest and
performances by camp-oddity glam punks
Lord Friday the 13th and garage menaces

Dear Luv Doc,

I am a man of science and I have been noticing that people are
starting to wear masks again.

Based on USPS standards, your curbside mailbox should be 41-45
inches from the ground or street surface. The mailbox should also be
set back 6-8 inches from the front face of the curb or edge of the road.
Address numbers must be at least 1 inch tall and clearly readable.

If your curbside mailbox is in compliance with the above
regulations, then you should visit with your mail carrier, explain
you are in compliance, and try to resolve the issue. Assuming
your curbside mailbox is not in compliance, the USPS can re-
quire you to relocate the mailbox to comply with the standard
