That sneaky little election you probably
haven’t heard much about is coming up
fast. Election day is May 4, but early voting
started Monday, April 22. Thanks to legislation
advanced by far-right members, this year, for
the first time ever, voters across Texas will be
asked to elect some of the people who will serve
on the obscure oversight boards that play a
critical role in the state’s property tax system.
In Travis County, Democrats fear this low-
information election could allow Republicans
to gain power in the staunchly progressive area.

Three candidates in this race were
recruited by the Travis County Democratic
Party. We’re endorsing them based largely
on their commitment to keep appraisals
accurate. These Democratic candidates warn
that their more conservative opponents could
work to manipulate appraisals in ways that
would cost Austin ISD dearly, and also impact
access to other public services and spaces. Our
recommended candidates are: Jett Hanna, an
attorney with experience in commercial real
estate law who served on TCAD’s board from
1988-1990; Daniel Wang, an Austin native
who has worked as an attorney in the energy
sector since graduating from law school in
2020; and Dick Lavine, perhaps the most
qualified candidate imaginable for one of
these positions, as he has been a widely
respected budget and school finance guru at
the Texas Capitol for decades and served on
TCAD’s board of directors from 1997-2018.

Will D.A. Garza Be Removed From
Office Over Handling of Drug Cases,

Nonexistent Abortion Crimes?

Petitioner hopes so, legal experts say it’s unlikely By AusTiN saANDERs

A petition to remove Travis County District
Attorney José Garza moved one step closer to
trial last week, becoming the first of its kind
to reach this stage in Texas — though the
effort is still almost certain to fail.

District Judge Dib Waldrip accepted
the petition to remove Garza on April 19.
Waldrip, a Republican who Gov. Greg Abbott

appointed as presiding judge over the judi-
cial region that includes Travis County, also
set a May 16 court date for the case and
assigned Bell County Attorney Jim Nichols
(also a Republican) to prosecute the case.

If the case goes to trial, a Travis County
jury would be asked to decide if Garza should
be ejected from office — currently, a remote

possibility. “Republican extremists should
not be able to veto the decision of Travis
County voters,” U.S. Rep. Lloyd Doggett,
D-Austin, said of the petition at a press con-
ference April 22, referencing Garza’s com-
manding victory in the March 5 Democratic
primary over a well-funded opponent who
was supported by Republicans.
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“Undermining the will of voters is one
direct effect of House Bill 17,” University
of Texas law professor Jennifer Laurin said
of the legislation, which is also known as
the “rogue prosecutor” law. Championed
by Republican leaders during the 88th leg-
islative session, HB 17 amends an existing
portion of Texas law to add new criteria by
which elected prosecutors can be removed
from office through civil trial - including
“adoption or enforcement of a policy of
refusing to prosecute a class or type of
criminal offense.”

Democrats, criminal justice activists, and
reproductive rights advocates believe the law
was designed to attack progressive prosecu-
tors in Democratic counties for embracing
policies that de-emphasize prosecution of
drug offenses and, following the U.S. Supreme
Court overturning Roe v. Wade, the non-en-
forcement of laws criminalizing abortion.

A prosecutor’s ability to decide which
cases are worth taking on, and the people’s
ability to elect prosecutors based on how
they intend to use that discretion, are both
key features of the American criminal jus-
tice system. Both are under threat by HB 17,
Laurin told us.

Since the advent of the progressive pros-
ecutor movement, of which Garza is on the
forefront, district attorney elections “have,
for the first time ever, been about actual
prosecutorial priorities,” Laurin said. “But
HB 17 makes it impossible for D.A.s to talk
about what they’re doing. We ought to know
what they’re doing, and the democratic pro-
cess is in place to allow voters to assess how
they’re doing.”

For example, the complaint against Garza
(filed by Mary Elizabeth Dupuis), points to
statements Garza made after Roe was over-
turned indicating his office would not pros-
ecute pregnant people or medical providers
for seeking or providing an abortion. District
attorneys across the state will now be disin-
centivized from communicating this kind of
priority to the communities they represent,
because doing so could be used as evidence
to eject them from office. This petition is
unlikely to eject Garza, though.

The petition - authored by Martin Harry,
the Republican D.A. nominee Garza defeat-
ed in 2020 - was also submitted against
Garza by a different plaintiff in December,
but that case was dismissed because the
plaintiff had a pending felony case in
Travis County.

The complaint points to three broad areas
that Harry and Dupuis argue constitute
“official misconduct” by Garza: a blanket
non-prosecution policy around all drug pos-
session and abortion cases, his office “indis-
criminately presenting” law enforcement
excessive force cases to grand jury, and his
office maintaining a “do not call to testify”
list of law enforcement officials.

None of these allegations are likely to bear
out in court. For drug possession cases, Garza
has not rejected all offenses — his prosecutors
have sought to pursue cases that represent
a broader threat to public safety, like when
someone is also dealing drugs. When mere
possession cases are rejected, defendants are
also required to participate in a diversion pro-
gram, which is an exception included in HB 17.

Garza’s office has not been presented with
any abortion-related offenses since HB 17 took
effectlast year; a D.A. spokesperson tells us. And
even if they had, Garza’s statements from 2020
about not prosecuting abortion cases cannot be
used against him, because HB 17 only applies
to policies enacted after the law took effect.
The complaint does not point to any statements
from Garza after that date and the spokesper-
son tells us the D.A. does not have a policy of
non-enforcement of abortion-related offenses.

Instead, the spokesperson said, “our office
will review all such charges on a case-by-case
basis to determine if they warrant prosecu-
tion.” Garza and “every other D.A. in Texas”
is allowed to do that — even under HB 17 —
Laurin told us. “There is nothing about the
law that limits the criteria that prosecutors
have used to evaluate cases,” Laurin contin-
ued. “Which has always included not only
proving the case to a jury, but other consid-
erations like office priorities, staff resources,
and relative severity of the offense.”

Garza’s policy of presenting all on-duty
excessive force cases to a grand jury is
not novel, either. His predecessor, Margaret
Moore, abandoned the practice in 2017, but
before that, previous Travis County district
attorneys had similar policies in place. They
agreed that the grand jury was a valuable
investigative tool to determine if a police
officer should be charged with a criminal
offense for on-duty use of force.

Is it better for one prosecutor to decide if a
police officer should be cleared in an on-duty
excessive force case, Laurin wondered, or is
it better for a grand jury — a representative
body of a community — to make those deci-
sions? “From a well-functioning democracy
standpoint,” Laurin said, “I'll take the latter.”

For now, the future of the petition is in
Waldrip’s hands. The Comal County judge
could dismiss the case on its merits; if he
doesn’t, Garza, who is represented in the suit
by private counsel, will likely file a motion to
have it dismissed. |

AGRIHOOD POSSIBILITIES: Some mem-
bers of City Council signaled interest this week
in “agrinood” planned communities in East
Austin - these combine farmland and housing
developments, the Austin Monitor reported.

This time, it’s using
Senate Bill 2038, a law passed last session
that allows developers to skirt environmental
and flooding standards that the city could
enforce inits ETJ. Hutto and Lockhart have
joined around a dozen other municipalities in a
legal challenge to SB 2038.

KARMA FOR TESLA?: In distinctly more
L-shaped news for the tech giant, Tesla has
laid off 10% of its global workforce, or 14,000
jobs, after the company’s stock prices dropped
40% this year. Locally, the Gigafactory - Travis
County’s largest private employer - will see
12% of its workers, or 2,688 people, out of a
job by June. This month, Tesla also cut prices
of its Model Y, X, and S vehicles by $2,000.

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Advocates Sue Texas Over
Prisoners Being “Cooked to Death”

Filmmaker Rick Linklater joins the call for action

Spring is almost over. Soon, tens of thou-
sands of Texas inmates in prisons without
air conditioning will begin suffering through
another summer of 100-plus-degree days,
every day, month after month. Some will col-
lapse and be taken to hospitals. Some will die.

So organizers like Amite Dominick, presi-
dent of Texas Prisons Community Advocates,
are reviving their fight to force the state to
install air conditioning in the prisons. This
year, a lawsuit against the Texas Department
of Criminal Justice will be part of that effort.
The suit, filed on April 22 by TPCA, Texas
C.U.R.E., Lioness Justice Impacted Women'’s
Alliance, and other groups, asks the feder-
al courts to declare TDCJ’s heat policy to
be cruel and unusual punishment. The suit
demands that TDCJ maintain a temperature
between 65 and 85 degrees Fahrenheit in all
occupied areas of its prisons.

“Texas prisoners are being cooked to
death,” Dominick said. “As alleged in our com-
plaint, approximately 85,000 of the 130,000
individuals incarcerated in Texas prisons cur-
rently lack air conditioning in their living areas.
Hundreds have died and suffered serious
heat-related illnesses because of the swelter-
ing temperatures.”

The lawsuit cites a recent study estimating
that 271 state inmates died from extreme heat
between 2001 and 2019. It notes that TDCJ
has not admitted to any inmate heat-related
death since 2012. Prison authorities maintain
that their heat mitigation efforts — offering ice

and respite in air-conditioned spaces in the
prisons — keep prisoners safe.

Those efforts weren’t enough to protect
Bernhardt Tiede, the subject of Richard
Linklater’s 2011 film Bernie, starring Jack
Black and Matthew McConaughey. At a press
conference announcing the lawsuit, Linklater
(who grew up in Huntsville and recently
released a documentary meditation on the
city, Hometown Prison) described how the
65-year-old Tiede col-
lapsed during the heat
last summer.

“Bernie had what
appears to be a stroke
while being housed in
extreme heat,” Linklater
said. “He was taken to
the ER and then, soon
enough, returned to the
extreme heat. Without
our quick legal action
and attorney Jodi Cole,
he very likely would
have died. He is now
almost completely blind
in one eye and continues to have facial paral-
ysis. He’s not okay, but he survived last sum-
mer with the court’s intervention.”

Linklater called the prison heat a humani-
tarian crisis and pointed out that corrections
officers suffer along with inmates. Michele
Deitch, the director of UT’s Prison and Jail
Innovation Lab, echoed his thoughts, saying

that many COs, like the prisoners, are older
and suffer from issues like diabetes that are
worsened by heat. She said the lack of AC
contributes to TDCJ’s staff shortage crisis.

“The staff are also victims, day in and
day out,” Deitch said. “They have to work in
unbearable conditions, wearing heavy uni-
forms, doing difficult tasks. Is it any won-
der that they don’t want to work in those
conditions?”

Eleven others spoke, including Charlie
Malouff and Marci Marie, two previously incar-
cerated advocates, and Janet Delk, who fears
for her husband’s safety after he collapsed
from the heat last summer. They repeated
stories of how inmates try to cool off by ladling
water from their toilets
and lying down in it.

The attorneys who will
press the lawsuit spoke
as well, including Jeff
Edwards, who success-
fully sued TDCJ in 2012
to force Texas to air
condition the Wallace
Pack Unit, which holds
old and infirm inmates.
Edwards assured lis-
teners that TDCJ
knows that the heat in
its prisons is danger-
ous. He said that even
though the agency has been slow to install
AC, the situation is not hopeless.

“It's only impossible until it's done,” Edwards
said, quoting Nelson Mandela. “All it takes is
people who care. That’s it. And that is the fun-
damental question that we're asking the Texas
Department of Criminal Justice and its leader-
ship: Do you care?”

Budget cuts are coming to Austin’s public
schools next year, but will they impact stu-
dents? Austin ISD Superintendent Matias
Segura said his team is working to keep that
from happening.

“There’s been a commitment from this
administration from the very beginning to
limit impacts to the classroom,” Segura said
of the ongoing budget process. “We’ve said
that, we’ll continue to say that, we’ll continue
to be committed to that.”

Segura’s promise came at an April 4 meet-
ing of the board of trustees, as he and Chief
Financial Officer Eduardo Ramos presented
the district’s plan to halve a $60 million
shortfall in the Fiscal Year 2025 budget. The
administrators propose cutting the deficit
by $30 million and carrying the remaining
$30 million into the following school year.
Ramos said the district can sustain that defi-
cit amount without an effect on its financial
rating: “$30 million doesn’t get us to a bal-
anced budget, but it gets us to a manageable
budget.” The board of trustees will likely vote
on a finalized budget in June.

Ramos said teacher and staff positions
are not being eliminated. He explained that
AISD will spend about $956 million next
year; of that figure, $581 million will be spent
on school campuses for teachers, staff, and

student services. The other $375 million will
be spent on non-campus expenses, and this is
where the $30 million in cuts will come from.
The district proposes to save $26 million
by cutting operations in the district’s ware-
houses, transportation, and the technology
center; and by limiting overtime and trim-
ming contracts. The remaining $4 million
will come from the district’s Central Office;
42 positions, some of them already vacant,
will be cut in the Talent Strategy, Finance,
and Technology divisions, among others.
Segura said deciding where the cuts will
be made has been difficult. He and Ramos
pointed out that cuts would not be neces-
sary if state Republicans (who they referred
to as “the Legislature”) had not refused
to increase school funding. With the state
sitting on a large budget surplus, schools
across the state were counting on such

an increase. The funding never material-
ized as Gov. Greg Abbott demanded the
Legislature approve his school voucher plan
first. Legislators refused.

While Segura and Ramos emphasized that
the cuts will spare students and teachers, they
said the same would probably not be true if
another $30 million has to be cut in the next
budget cycle. And they floated a solution:
asking for a tax rate election, to allow voters
to vote on whether to raise the rate at which
property owners are taxed. At the current rate,
owners of a median-value house pay roughly
$3,000 in taxes to Austin ISD each year.

State law allows school districts some flex-
ibility in the rates at which they assess taxes.
AISD’s current rate is the lowest in Central
Texas because the district has gone more
than a decade without raising it. Now, with
voter approval, the district could maximize
the rate. That would provide approximately
$44 million extra for the FY 2025-26 budget,
Ramos calculated. He added that most large
school districts in the state have already
maxed out their tax rates because of state
Republicans’ refusal to increase funding.

To get the rate increase on the November
ballot, the district would have to submit the
proposal by August. The trustees said they
support doing so. After Ramos concluded his
presentation, Board President Arati Singh
asked the trustees for their thoughts on a
rate increase. None raised any objection.
Lynn Boswell said she was “a strong yes.”
Kathryn Whitley Chu said she believed the
public will approve the increase: “We just
have so much support in our community,
and I think we have to do what they want
and support our public schools.”

Ken Zarifis, the leader of Education
Austin, the union representing the district’s
teachers and staff, agreed that a tax rate
increase is necessary. He praised the district
for keeping its options open by not having
raised the rate already.

“It was a pretty responsible effort on the
district’s part,” Zarifis said, “but I think it’s
time that we go after [the rate increase]. It’s
important that we do. The state is not going
to fund our schools. They’re not going to
adjust recapture, they’re not going to do any-
thing with the basic allotment. That means
we’ve got to take care of our schools. We
have to do it right here. Everything we can
do, we’ve got to do.” |

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Central to the argument: whether the Office of Police Oversight can access all misconduct records

Austin Police Oversight Lawsuit
on Hold in Appeals Court

A decision in the suit could prohibit secret police file

The lawsuit that will determine the future of the vot-
er-approved Austin Police Oversight Act is on pause as
the 3rd Court of Appeals considers if the Austin Police
Association (APA) can present arguments in the suit.

The pause began April 4 when the court granted
an emergency request from the police association
to delay the first major hearing in the suit, which was
scheduled for April 9 in Travis County’s 201st District
Court. Before that, back-and-forth motions filed this
spring debated whether the police union could be a
party in the lawsuit. In February, the association filed
an intervention, which added them as a formal party
to the suit. Then, plaintiff Equity Action (the justice
advocacy organization that wrote the Austin Police
Oversight Act), moved to have the union removed.
District Judge Maria Cantu Hexsel agreed, and ordered
it so, April 1. But two days later, the association filed
their emergency request with the appeals court to be
added back to the suit, prompting justices to pause
proceedings while the appeals court considers.

At the heart of the dispute is, once again, the “G
file.” That’s the confidential portion of a police offi-
cer’s personnel file that includes records relating to
misconduct investigations that did not result in formal
disciplinary action (including allegations that were
substantiated but not disciplined). The Oversight Act
prohibits the police department from maintaining a
G file and ensures that the Office of Police Oversight
(OPO) - the civilian agency tasked with overseeing
the Austin Police Department - can access those
investigative records.

But city leadership has allowed APD to continue
maintaining a G file since the Oversight Act became
law nearly one year ago - hence EA’s lawsuit, filed
in December against interim City Manager Jesus
Garza, interim Police Chief Robin Henderson, and
OPO Director Gail McCant, the three city leaders

responsible for ensuring the law is fully enforced.
Equity Action has argued that if they win the case (i.e.,
acourt orders the city to fully comply with the Oversight
Act, including elimination of the G file), the police
association will not be harmed, so they don’t need to
be party to the suit. EA also points out that hundreds

of police departments and sheriff’s offices across the
state do not maintain G files and their law enforcement
officials are not subjected to the kind of defamation the
APA speculates would become the norm in Austin.

The police union strongly disagrees, arguing that
full enactment of the Oversight Act - specifically,
elimination of the G file - would cause the association
great harm. Eric Opiela, APA attorney and former
executive director of the Republican Party of Texas,
homed in on the union’s fear that without the G file,
the records contained within it would become public.
That is possible, but the Texas Public Information Act
includes dozens of exceptions governments can cite to
deny public access to records.

Equity Action believes that the police association’s
court maneuvers are really about delaying a potential
trial court ruling that might force the city to kill the G
file. (Before the latest appeal, the union filed discovery
requests and other motions in the suit that delayed
proceedings.) If a court orders the G file finished, the
APA would lose a huge bargaining chip in their ongo-
ing negotiations with the city over a long-term labor
contract - a fact the association acknowledged in their
initial petition to the appeals court.

“If officers know that the city will release defamatory
and unfounded claims against them to the public,” the
APA wrote, describing a remote, but worst-case-sce-
nario situation following G file elimination, “no doubt
they will demand higher compensation for that risk - or
simply choose not to work for the City and seek employ-
mentin another Department.” - AUSTIN SANDERS

Nearly seven decades of Austin memories By Mava WRIGHT

Sue wears her Star of David necklace
“very openly and proudly,” she said. There
is a Ukrainian flag that flies on the front
porch of Sue’s house and a stained-glass
Torah scroll hanging in the window. The
stained-glass artwork was made by Sue’s
husband, Melvin, who passed away earlier
this month. The North Austin home they
purchased in August of 1975 after touring
36 other houses is decorated with historical
mementos and family tokens.

Sue’s story in Austin started in 1955,
when she was 20 years old and wide-eyed
looking at the skyline. She was in her first
year at the University of Texas — which
would end up being her only year — and
was getting her degree in costume design.
New to Austin, Sue was living in a board-
ing house for Jewish girls and attending
college classes with boys for the first time.
Sue partly attributes her short stint at the
university to being overwhelmed by these
new experiences and the difficulty of study-
ing chemistry as a cre-
atively inclined young
woman.

Sue spent time with
her friends at the
small Jewish Student
Center on campus,
and her adventures
on the Drag are iconic.
Among them: Her first year in Austin was the
same year Johnny Cash visited while on tour
to debut his single “Folsom Prison Blues,”
which he sang to students at the union.

At the end of her semester, Sue received
a letter from her University of Texas advis-
er that read something along the lines of,
“Maybe you oughta take a year off.” In light
of this seemingly professional advice, Sue
left Austin, but knew she would return when
the time was right.

That right time to return to Austin came
years after Melvin and Sue had met, mar-
ried, and welcomed their four children. The
couple was ready to settle down after Melvin
left his job with the U.S Air Force, and had
enrolled at UT to study architecture. While
Melvin had decided to go back to school, Sue
had already finished her degree at Louisiana
State University. Once again, Austin repre-
sented a brave new world for Sue, and this
time it included her new family.

When Sue reflected on what it was like
returning to Austin, she said, “I'm just
going to take this street and see where it
takes me.” This was not a metaphorical
reflection but an explanation for how she
discovered MoPac for the first time while
it was still under construction. She figured
that the loop would lead her to where she
would need to go — north — and that she was
simply following “the yellow brick road.”
Sue was worried that she was not supposed
to be driving on this unknown stretch of
highway, as her car was the only one driv-
ing during the day. When Sue thinks about
driving in Austin today, she sings to herself
a line in Joni Mitchell’s “Big Yellow Taxi,”
which goes, “They paved paradise and put
up a parking lot.”

It would be difficult to categorize Sue’s
ongoing career in Austin. Sue first became
interested in acting and theatre after attend-
ing comedy coaching classes at Cap City
Comedy. During her time working with the
Film Commission, Sue
was cast as an extra
in Lonesome Dove
miniseries Comanche
Moon and the 1984
film Songwriter, fea-
turing Willie Nelson
and Kris Kristofferson
— which were filmed
in South Austin. While filming in the back-
ground of The Last Prostitute, Sue and cast
members wore layers of Western wear on
set in a saloon with the AC unit turned off.
She admitted, “There was a lot of perspiring
happening that day.”

The farthest that Sue traveled for an audi-
tion was to San Antonio, and it was for
a much older role. She didn’t get that gig
because, as she put it, “I was 40 at the time
but had really good genes and looked about
20 years younger. So they told me it was
going to be hard to get cast as someone’s
grandma.”

Recently, Sue was working on revising
her most recent short story, “The Day in the
Life of an 18 Hour Bra — The Rise and Fall
of a Double ‘D’.” At 88 years old, Sue still
has a passion for performing and enjoys
writing comical skits that she will occasion-
ally upload on YouTube. This written parody,
however, is an especially unique one as the

reader is taken through the perspective of
the bra in question.

Of all the groups in Austin that Sue has
watched expand, she is personally proud
of acknowledging the growth of her Jewish
community. Together, Sue and her late hus-
band have belonged to Congregation Agudas
Achim since first moving here. Sue, who once
sang in jazz clubs, now enjoys singing in her
choir at Congregation Beth Israel — the oldest
synagogue in Austin.

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Skirting the Sophomore Slump

After 2023 relaunches, Austin Blues Festival and
Austin Psych Fest return this weekend

Apart from ACL and SXSW, April 26-28
might now be one of the biggest weekends
on the Austin music calendar. Revamped in
2023 from turn-of-the-century event Antone’s
Blues Festival, the Austin Blues Festival stag-
es concerts by Buddy Guy, Brittany Howard,
and more at Waterloo Park. Meanwhile, the
Black Angels’ own refresh, Austin Psych Fest,
brings Courtney Barnett, Kurt Vile, and other
rockers to the Far Out Lounge.

To help you choose a weekend destination,
the Chronicle spoke with one artist from each:
Saturday bluesman Bobby Rush and Friday
psych-soul outfit Chicano Batman.

BOBBY RUSH BRINGS THE FUNK

What constitutes blues in 2024? This
year’s Austin Blues Festival — which books
foundational Chicago guitarist Buddy Guy
alongside cheeky bounce music pioneer
Big Freedia — offers multiple answers. So
does Saturday afternoon performer Bobby
Rush, who'’s less interested in a musician’s
approach than their message.

“We all talk about being in love or mak-
ing love,” the singer says. “Being up, being
down. The ups and downs in life and having
a good time. Everybody wishes for the same
things in life.”

Ninety-year-old Rush, who also came up
in Chicago, brushed against plenty of genre
constraints in his own career. “Chicken
Heads,” his 1971 calling card, incorporated
elements of funk, trading pentatonic scales
for a thumping bassline. Maybe that's why
he’s comfortable sharing the Blues Festival
stage with the Blind Boys of Alabama, a
gospel group.

“The same people you see on Saturday
night are the same people you see on Sunday
morning,” he says of the not-so-surpris-
ing pairing. On his plans to sing his own
songs, then come back out and join the
1939-launched troupe for a joint performance,
he cracks: “I get up there to be the dirty old
man, and they pray for me to clean me up.”

Besides, Rush loves collaborating. In 2022,
he celebrated the 50th anniversary of “Chicken
Heads” by recording new versions of the song
with Gov’t Mule, Christone “Kingfish” Ingram,
and Buddy Guy. Though it’s not “written in
stone,” Rush says he might come out during
his longtime friend’s headlining set.

“m in my heaven now because I've done
something with all the guys that came up
with me,” Rush says of his generation. “I
respect what they do [and] what they have
done, so here | am doing it with my co-work-
ers and having fun ... and making some
money for a change.”

CHICANO BATMAN'S HI-FI
GOOD VIBES

When Carlos Arévalo describes the root
emotions in Chicano Batman’s March album
Notebook Fantasy, he uses only two words:
love and pain. The thesis sounds simple
enough - until you realize it encapsulates
the entirety of the human condition. The Los
Angeles trio usually hangs in the pocket of
funky psychedelic soul, but to capture such
intense sensations, they had to go grander.

“The whole idea was to try to get a hi-fi, big
sounding album,” Arévalo says. “We wanted
to get away from our comfort zone, which
has generally been crusty sounding, a little
distorted, a little lo-fi.”

Guitarist Arévalo, bassist Eduardo Arenas,
and singer Bardo Martinez ignored mod-
ern conventions, tapping producer John
Congleton not for playlist-ready singles, but a
cohesive album, filled with ballads and bops
in equal measure. “Maybe it’s outdated,”
Arévalo says of the approach, “but we felt like
it was effective for our artistic statement.”

Slower moments like “Era Primavera” and
“Fairytale Love” utilize cinematic strings, an
addition Arévalo says his bandmates pitched.
He came up with the project’s more upbeat
tracks, including sensual lead single “Fly”
and groovy opener “Live Today.” The latter
song’s chilled-out advice (“Keep out all the
bad vibes/ Just do what you want to”) intro-
duces the kind of primal optimism perme-
ating Notebook Fantasy — notably, Chicano
Batman'’s first post-pandemic release.

“We all went through loss during COVID,”
Arévalo shares. “We had family members
pass away.” Zooming out, he adds, “These
are very divisive, hateful times we live in, if
you let it get to you in that way. So how do you
overcome it?”

“‘Just like Bob Marley always said, it’s just
about one love,” he answers. “So that’s what
the music’s about. Just trying to get to the
essence of humanity.” |

hen we talk about preparedness, everyone has
W their own disaster movie that plays in their mind.
What'’s the scenario in yours?

A natural disaster? Catastrophic power grid failure? A
deadly, uncontrollable pandemic? A solar flare that zaps
communication systems on a global scale? Food and water
scarcity? Chemical warfare on American soil? Nukes?
World War III? The right hunting the left? The poor upris-
ing against the rich? Alien conquerors?

Or maybe it’s just a winter storm. We’ve experienced
that - shivering under blankets, pipes bursting in our walls.
When Texas’ electric grid failed in 2021, 4 million homes
and businesses lost power and 246 people lost their lives —
mostly from hypothermia. Two years later, another 174,000
homes in Travis County went black as ice-caked tree limbs
took out power lines. Those events prompted Austin city
officials to begin holding ongoing preparedness training
classes for citizens like myself.

I am not prepared.

I'm resourceful, I'm crafty, I have a community that looks
out for each other. I have beans and rice and bottles of water
and a generator and a copy of The Foxfire Book that’ll teach
me how to skin an animal and can vegetables. But I don’t
have a bunker or a water filtration system or serious medi-
cal supplies. Most importantly, I don’t have a plan.

And I don’t know how much more prepared I became
after attending a preparedness training class put on by the
city of Austin’s Office of Homeland Security and Emergency
Management in February - an excruciating series of
PowerPoint presentations about how to make a disaster plan
for your household, build an emergency kit, and stay informed
about public safety events. It did inspire me to sign up for the
Warn Central Texas alert system. I also received a free pre-
paredness starter kit, containing an LED flashlight, emergency
blanket, glow stick, hand warmers, ice scraper, and a weather
alert radio — plus a water meter key to shut off my home’s
water supply. It’s also big enough to double as a weapon.

At one point, attendees were asked to join their table-
mates to play a networking game: loteria, but adapted to be
about preparedness. In said game, I revealed that I had a
generator and the guy sitting next to me — who was a FEMA
staffer; but attending as a civilian — whispered: “I really
don’t think you should tell your neighbors that.”

“Why do you say that?” I asked.

He shot me a grave look and said: “You don’t know what
their intentions will be if they’re desperate.”

Even at a city event focused mostly on winter storms,
I was seeing that it can be difficult to have conversations
about preparedness without paranoia creeping in.

And in the ensuing weeks I'd spend exploring the culture
of prepping in Texas, I'd learn it doesn’t look like one thing.
There are optimists who view their community as a resource
and pessimists who see them as competition, there are plan-
ners and gadgeters, doomsday believers and risk management
realists — all with different fears, values, priorities, obsessions,
and levels of perceived expertise on what the future holds.

Me? I just want to be reassured.

I have no illusions that existence on Planet Earth is safe,
but I also don’t want to spend my life expecting the worst.
So I don’t know what’s sicker: the anxiety of feeling unpre-
pared or the anxiety of being certain that disaster awaits.

There’s just one thing I'm sure of at this point: You should
have a generator. Otherwise, when shit hits the fan ... will
your fan even be working?
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THE MAN WHO WROTE THE BOOK(S)
ON PREPAREDNESS

This month, Texans can buy a variety of specified
products tax-free as part of the Emergency Preparation
Supplies Sales Tax Holiday, running April 27-29. One of the
people instrumental in its addition into the state’s tax code
in 2015 was Paul T. Martin. He’s an attorney, reinsurance
industry lobbyist, and a longtime prepper who holds train-
ing events and consultations about emergency prepared-
ness. Martin also authored multiple books on the topic,
including 2015’s Pivot Points, which served as a call for the
prepper community to reinvent itself into something more
appealing to the average American.

I discovered the longtime Austinite through his prepper
blog, which offers levelheaded discourse and practical
information on crisis preparation. In a field of interest that’s
rife with fearmongering, misinformation, and predictions
driven by vivid imaginations, Martin seems like the guy
calling balls and strikes. But what I admired most about his
perspective was an emphasis on charity and volunteerism.
To Paul T. Martin, being prepared for a crisis situation
means one is ready to be an asset to their community.

To that end, he’s also published a free 59-page Ready
Citizen Manual with action plans and recommendations
about prepping in terms of food, water, cash, health and
sanitation, energy, security, and communications.

Martin is glad Texans can take advantage of the sales
tax holiday on emergency supplies, but wants to remind
people: Don’t just buy stuff; know how to use it.

“I tell people you cannot gadget your way into prepared-
ness,” he says. “They think, ‘If I just buy things, throw
them in my closet, I am prepared.” That’s a very attractive
solution on its face, but I will tell you: You can’t just have
water filtration systems and power stations boxed up and
never opened — not knowing if they work, not knowing
how to use them - and be prepared. You don’t want to have
to open the box and read the directions during a disaster,
and there’s no guarantee that you are going to be with
your supplies when the event happens. For me, that is a
very realistic possibility because in my day job, I'm on the
road a fair amount, covering 27 states. What happens if we
have a major cyberattack or event of some sort and now
Paul is 1,500 miles from home? That looks a lot different.
Are Paul’s wife and kids sufficiently trained in the systems
around the house? It’s really all about having a plan ... and
then a Plan B and a Plan C.”

Martin is speaking to my greatest fear: that organiza-
tion, details, and thoroughness — none of which are my
strong suits — factor greatly into how prepared I will be
in a crisis. That there are no supplies that will serve as a
magic bullet. That I might even need to gather my loved
ones for a ... gulp ... meeting.

Planning, he says, should be the focus of one’s prepping:
binders, spreadsheets, aggressively maintaining your cri-
sis vehicle, and so forth. There’s an adage he uses in his
trainings: “If your preparedness efforts are boring - it
probably means you’re doing it right.”

Interest in prepping hit Martin like a hurricane. A coun-
try boy from Tennessee, he moved to Miami in August 1992
to attend law school, but the day before classes were set to
begin, Hurricane Andrew hit. His new apartment was with-
out power for 17 days, there was chaos and destruction all
around him, and he was pretty helpless to all of it.

“It was very traumatic, but it was a learning experi-
ence,” he says. “After that I said, ‘I will never go through
this again without being prepared - without having a plan,
without having supplies, without having some knowledge
of what to do and how to do it.””

He saw a turning point in prepper-awareness a decade
later with the September 11 attacks. To him, many events
that have transpired thereafter — like Hurricane Katrina,
the financial crisis, the COVID-19 pandemic, and Texas’
winter storms —have only clarified that the veneer of safe-
ty in our society is very thin.

“When you talk to your friends or colleagues, they’ll say
‘They are saying’ or ‘When are they gonna fix it?” Well, who
is ‘they™? ‘They’ are not coming to help you. ‘They’ are not
going to fix it in a timely manner that would be convenient
for you,” he says. “It is imperative for your well-being and
your family’s well-being to take some very basic steps. I'm
not saying you have to become a doomsday prepper or
build a bunker. Just have food and water and an ability to
generate emergency power of some sort on a limited basis
for a couple weeks. If we could all do that our lives would
be dramatically improved.”

When I probe him about which potential emergency
scenarios keep him up at night, Martin ranks civil war
surprisingly low.

“Oftentimes civil war and civil unrest - rioting, civil
commotion — are conflated,” he cautions. “I believe the risk
of civil war is pretty minimal. People talk to me about it,
but then when I ask them, ‘Who are you going to shoot and
why them?’ it always comes back to the nebulous ‘they.
Are you really gonna pick up a rifle and shoot your next-
door neighbor because they have the wrong campaign
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sign in their front yard? Are you going to go after your
kid’s schoolteacher because they have a bumper sticker
on their car that Twitter has told you means they need to
be shot? That’s not gonna happen. I talk to a lot of people
about this and ask them how much training they’ve had
with a firearm in the last five years? Often, zero. These are
the people who are going to go out and effectuate a civil
war? Come on - it’s a pretty far-fetched scenario.”

His biggest concern is a massive attack on our
infrastructure.

“There’s countless grids: power, water, financial, phar-
macy grids — all the critical systems we rely on,” he
explains. “To me, that is potentially the most life-altering
scenario. It is easy to do, you don’t need to be a state actor.
It can be a physical attack on the systems or a cyberattack.”

Natural disasters are also a concern to Martin, especially
in Texas. The climate becoming hotter and drier troubles
him and so does building in places that are susceptible to
flooding or wildfires. He’s also worried people are moving
here at a higher rate than the state can build power and
water systems to accommodate.

“When I see the response of community leaders and pol-
iticians, my reaction is that I need to be bhetter prepared to
be on my own in terms of feeding my family, hydrating my
family, generating my own power, and helping my neigh-
bors through the next crisis to the extent that I can,” he
says. “Because I'm not real confident that the city of Austin
is capable of navigating these issues. We claim to be a smart
city, but we can’t run our water or power — we can’t execute
the basics well. But when there’s another boil notice, I'm
not going to get mad and go on Twitter. 'm going to put my
head down and work on my preparedness.”

“We don’t like the trend of gatekeeping with this
kind of equipment.”

When I ask Zrazhevskiy why I would need a gas mask,
I expect him to say World War III is coming, but he con-
cedes that there’s never been a chemical weapon war on
American soil and instead lists more practical scenarios:
wildfires, earthquakes causing things that shouldn’t be
burned to catch on fire and release chemicals into the
air, tear gas, and industrial accidents — citing the train
carrying 11 cars of hazardous material that derailed and
burned in Ohio last February.

Zrazhevskiy says that the U.S. is MIRA Safety’s biggest
customer base — Texas, Florida, and California specifically
—but they sold a lot of gas masks to civilians in Hong Kong
during the protests in 2019 before the Chinese government
eventually blocked sales.

“Any government that doesn’t want you to have gas
masks, you kind of have to question,” he shrugs. “Like,
why not? They’re not guns or anything — it’s literally just
protective equipment.”

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A BOMB SHELTER SO NICE YOU'LL USE IT
DURING PEACETIME

Of course, the ultimate piece of protective equipment a
prepper can own is a bomb shelter.

The quintessential accessory of American paranoia,
bomb shelters once seemed to me like a vestige of Cold
War era delusion. Now - imagining having a trapdoor in
my house that leads to an impenetrable space, safe from
chemicals, bombs, and violence - fallout shelters aren’t
looking so bad.

Ron Hubbard wants to build you the bomb shelter of
your dreams: granite countertops, stainless steel micro-
waves, multiple bedrooms, tall ceilings, wine cellars,
home theatres, and gun rooms. No underground luxury
is impossible ... except, I suppose, windows. And, most
importantly, these shelters will protect you from nuclear,
biological, and chemical contaminants — with air-locking
doors between each room, decontamination showers, and
CBRN/NBC air filtration systems.

Having worked in steel fabrication since 1980, Hubbard
founded Atlas Survival Shelters in 2011 on the premise of
making bomb shelters that people would actually enjoy
spending time in. Growth has been steady from the start
and today his staff in Sulphur Springs, Texas, is working
seven days a week to keep up with demand. According
to Hubbard, they build about 100 large, custom bunkers
a year; additionally, they sell roughly 400 prefabricated
units and also supply parts — like gas-tight doors and air
filtration systems — for several hundred more. The least
expensive bunker that they install is about $30,000 turn-
key, though Hubbard says the average price for one of
their installs is $250,000. Commonly, he says, clients are
having a bomb shelter installed at their ranch and then
building a house or a barn on top of it.

“The bunkers are getting bigger, nicer, and more elab-
orate because people see the odds of using them higher,”
he reasons.

The revolutionary angle for Atlas is “recreational value,”
meaning that investing in a bomb shelter isn’t just going to
save your family during an attack on America - it’s a piece
of your property you can use during peacetime. But make
no mistake: Hubbard expects war.

“That’s why I’'ve been to 38 countries in the last year,”
he explains. “I'm seeing the world right now because
next week or next month there’s the possibility that you
could never be able to travel again because we’re in a
global conflict.”

Asked what likely disaster scenarios would necessitate a
bomb shelter, he doesn’t hesitate.

“One would be civil unrest or a revolution in America
because of politics. That’s not a matter of ‘if,” it’s just a mat-
ter of if it’s this year or next year. If Donald Trump doesn’t
win and the Republicans feel that Joe Biden stole another
election, it could start some kind of violent revolution,” he
tells me over the phone.

“Two could be a global conflict. Three could be an
airborne pandemic that would wipe out most people on
Earth. The fourth one is a long shot, but it’s a polar shift
or being hit by a meteor - basically like an Earth-ending
catastrophe. But, currently, the main reasons people are
buying bunkers right now is they fear a civil war or rev-
olution in America that could lead to global conflict or
World War IIL.”

Atlas Survival Shelters has a half-million subscribers on
YouTube and hundreds of thousands of followers across
TikTok, Instagram, and Facebook. Hubbard stars in most of
the clips as an affable agent of Armageddon lodging and is
clearly an expert in the field. Many of the videos showcase

Atlas’ extravagant bunkers being constructed and installed
into the earth with giant cranes. Others follow Hubbard
as he gives fascinating tours of old shelters in Eastern
Europe and Israel or billionaires’ bunkers in America. The
feed also contains comparatively generic shelter content
with Al voiceovers saying “Hello patriots” and “God bless
America,” giving the impression that fallout shelters are a
partisan interest — which Hubbard says they are.

“The political line has been drawn for people who buy
bunkers. Democrats don’t buy bunkers, unless they’re very,
very, very wealthy. Of my hundreds or thousands of cus-
tomers, I have only two Democrat customers that I know
of and they’re both related to Facebook — Mark Zuckerberg
being one and somebody else related to the company,” he
says. “Everyone else is conservative, Christian, gun-own-
ing, Trump supporters. Democrats might buy tornado
shelters, but they are not buying doomsday bunkers.”

I ask Hubbard if he’s claiming to have been involved
in Zuckerberg’s bunker in Kauai, Hawaii, that’s been in
the news this year. It would be a surprising admission
given that a December Wired article stated that construc-
tion workers on the Meta CEO’s property have all signed
strict NDAs and that employees on the project have been
released for sharing photos to social media.

But Hubbard says he was involved, noting that it was
actually built several years ago, despite the global media
only reporting it recently.

“I didn’t actually build it,” he clarifies. “They called me
to buy the bunker. I told them with the cost involved of
shipping it to Hawaii, why don’t they pour it in concrete?
It’s not all the media is making it. The bunker probably
cost only $2 million. It’s not as big as people portray it.
They’ve got the blast doors and all that stuff. They paid me
to design the bunker and then they built it.”

SHOULD | BE STRAPPED FOR DISASTER?

One recent night, with my head full of every disaster possibility, I lay in bed
imagining gunshots outside. I thought to myself, maybe I should have a gun -
for protection if there’s ever violent civil unrest or food scarcity and people are
coming for my dried navy beans.

This is a line of thinking that Karl Rehn views as illogical. Rehn owns KR
Training in Lincoln, 50 miles east of Austin, which is the largest and longest-run-
ning firearms training school in Central Texas. His list of weapons certifications
is too long to read and he’s a grand master in five categories of competitive
shooting. He’s also a prolific pianist and vocalist who plays 100-plus gigs a year,
a master’s-degree-holding electrical engineer, and an active member of the pre-
paredness community — where he says guns don’t factor in more or less than
they should in your daily life.

“I start from the platform that carrying a gun with you on your person every
time you leave the house is what a sane person does, particularly living in a city
where police response is largely nonexistent at this point,” he tells me, referring
to Austin, where he lived for many years.

“My idea is that it’s not a special emergency preparedness thing to own a gun
and be capable of using it appropriately, which is a small number of situations,”
he continues. “It’s like a parachute. You don’t need it until you really need it, but
if you need it and don’t have one, the outcome is usually bad.”

To Rehn, who hosts emergency preparedness classes at his facility, it’s more
important to have a plan, food, clean water, first aid supplies, and a way to
generate power than a gun in the event of such an emergency. That reasoning
comes down to what he factors as likely disaster scenarios.

“Texas has a long and deep history of floods, droughts, ice storms, hurricanes,
and tornadoes. The apocalypse scenario where there’s people outside trying to
break down my door to get in — that hasn’t happened so much,” he says. “If you
look at it from a levelheaded standpoint, the thing that’s more likely to happen is
emergency services will be overwhelmed, overstressed, underequipped and under-
staffed, or logistically unable to respond, which absolutely happens every time. So
that’s where all the elements of this come together. If you’re not prepared to take
care of your own emergency services until they can arrive — you’re not prepared.”

Point taken, but I'm still interested in the potential role of firearms in disaster
scenarios, so I pose the question: What'’s the first step he’d recommend to some-
one who wants to be prepared with a firearm?
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“The number one thing that they could or should
do is get training on how to draw from concealment,
carry a gun concealed on their body, and how to
access that gun quickly,” he explains. “Then, after they
do that, they should stop leaving loaded guns in cars
for criminals to steal. Texas has had over 25,000 guns
stolen from cars in the last three years. Having an
unsecured gun in a vehicle is a harm to the commu-
nity. Anyway, this false idea that you're going to have
time to run back to your vehicle when you find out
you need a gun — it generally just doesn’t often work
out that way.”

Rehn knows this isn’t a popular stance throughout
the gun community — some of whom advocate for
“truck guns.” He understands that fellow conserva-
tives might also take umbrage with his stance on open
carry. He’s not a fan of parading around with a gun;
he’d prefer that it’s a surprise in the rare instance that
you may need to pull it out.

“It’s also more polite to not bother people as much,”
he adds.

When I ask him what kind of rifle he recommends
for someone who wants to be prepared to shoot
game in nature in the event of food scarcity, he pref-
aces his answer with “Well, now the liberals will be
mad at me ...

“The AR-15 is the best fun for that. It's widely
available, it’s easy to shoot,” he offers. “You put a red
dot sight on it and you can teach anyone — you don’t
need to be a big, strong man to muscle it around like
a 12-gauge shotgun. The learning curve to practical
proficiency with an AR is pretty short.”

That being said, he believes a concealed pistol is a
better gun to have with you than a semi-auto rifle.

“If you’re in an active shooter situation and you
are running around with a long gun, it makes you
look like the active shooter, unlike a private citizen
with a handgun.”

Rehn is a gun guy; it’s a huge part of his professional
and personal life, but he’s not the caricature of the
American gun guy - his truck isn’t covered in Second
Amendment stickers or assault rifle decals. His training
school is inclusive: There are female instructors and
instructors with disabilities. It’s meant to be a comfort-
able place where people can gain professional knowl-
edge and experience. In the same sense, he says prep-
pers aren’t all like the ex-military, tattooed-up guys you
see on YouTube talking about shooting people.

“The preparedness community that you think exists
... that’s not the preparedness community — that’s
the online people,” he says. “The real preparedness
people, the people who’ve been coming for a decade
to the seminars that Paul [T. Martin] and I put on,
they’re quietly prepared and they know their commu-
nity. They’re not worried about apocalypse, zombies,
urban riots, because you know what prepared people
do in that situation? They don’t go downtown. They
don’t march in protests. They stay away from large,
dense urban areas full of angry, crazy people because
they’ve thought through the risk analysis. The really
smart armed people don’t do that either. They stay
away from all that and they’re home with food and
water and medical supplies.”

NOT JUST NUTJOBS

Paul T. Martin has come to the conclusion that this
is his assignment in life: to help others be prepared
for emergencies and disasters, to present the infor-
mation in a way that’s professional and intellectually
honest, to be a resource to people.

I ask him if he thinks it’s mentally unhealthy to
think about disaster scenarios every day.

“I can’t turn it off — think about what I call the
‘what-if game.” I've tried. I'd probably have more free
time. And I would be more vulnerable,” he says.

“I talk to people who are interested in becoming pre-
paredness advocates and starting their own blog and
becoming consultants and things like that. What I tell
them is: I assure you it can be a really dark place men-
tally. When I feel myself getting into that dark place,
I create tools and procedures and tools to pull myself
out because it can be a vortex of doom and gloom.

“So, number one, if you feel you need the help of
a mental health professional, get it. Number two, a
lot of what you’re picking up, youre getting from
doomscrolling on social media. Just get off for two or
three weeks and you’ll feel better. Social media is not
reality, it’s just a useful tool.”

He devoted a whole chapter of his book on this sub-
ject, even interviewing psychologists. That chapter is
titled “Nutjob.”

“You might have people in your family who are
relying on you to be a functional member of society,”
he continues. “So it’s not just about you feeling better
about yourself, it’s about you being there for your loved
ones. I think people in the preparedness community are
doing it to help their family, but if you do it to such an
extreme that other aspects of your family life are nega-
tively impacted, at the end of the day it’s a net loss.”

But Martin says that people who thought he was a
nutjob 10-20 years ago for his interest in prepping now
seek his counsel on preparedness planning. That’s a
testament to how much the stigma has changed.

“The prepper community that I see today is not
middle-aged white guys wearing camouflage, munch-
ing on freeze-dried ice cream, waiting for the world
to collapse so they can talk on their ham radios,” says
Martin, himself a certified amateur radio operator.

INSIDE BLUSHING’S
“BAD DREAM” DREAM POP

To sum up outside perceptions of the band, Blushing
singer-hassist Christina Carmona quotes an old aside from her
bandmate, singer-guitarist Michelle Soto: “I think we could write
areggae song and people would say it sounds exactly like Lush.”

Precursors to the 2020s shoegaze revival, the Austin quartet
debuted their own brand of dream-pop back in 2017, complete
with airy guitars and ethereal vocals akin to the London innova-
tors. Lush singer Miki Berenyi even co-signed the band in 2022,
lending her voice to the song “Blame.”

Less dreamily lands Blushing’s third LP, Sugarcoat. Out
May 3 via Kanine Records, the album hits harder and runs
shorter - trading light, expansive soundscapes for dark,
compact rock songs.

“It’s like a bad dream now,” Carmona
quips. Though they’ve peppered heavier
moments throughout their discography,
going into Sugarcoat, the band - rounded
out by Christina and Michelle’s husbands,
guitarist Noe Carmona and drummer Jacob Soto - resolved to
push past shoegaze constraints.

“We’ve shown that we can write dreamy, we’ve shown we can
write shoegazey, we’ve shown we can write indie,” Soto says.
Going into LP3, “We were like, ‘Fuck it, let’s get heavy.”

Heavy indeed, the album’s hass-driven title track recalls early
Nine Inch Nails, while Soto compares the breakbeats and pro-
cessed guitar of “Slyce” to the indie-dance Madchester scene of
the late Eighties. The group wrote the latter song toward the end
of recording sessions with their go-to producer, Ringo Deathstarr
leader Elliott Frazier. Out of studio time, they turned to Frazier’s
space at Austin Community College, where he teaches in the
audio technology and industry department, and recorded the
track on campus - in front of Frazier’s class.

“I felt like | really had to perform,” Carmona recalls of tracking
in front of an audience. “Maybe that’s what doctors feel like
whenever they’re doing surgery and medical students are
watching them play Operation.”

Like Berenyi’s appearance on last album Possessions,
Sugarcoat features another revered pedalhead: longtime Smashing
Pumpkins guitarist Jeff Schroeder, who plays lead on “Seafoam.”
Though “the nicest person in the world” agreed to play on the
song right away, touring with Billy Corgan kept him busy. Blushing
worried his contribution, received several months later, wouldn’t
fit the track, but Carmona sighs, “it was absolutely perfect.” Even
better, it reminds her of her favorite Smashing Pumpkins song,
“Stand Inside Your Love.”

On May 2, Blushing debuts Sugarcoat
at Hotel Vegas alongside Ringo
Deathstarr. The gig, and a fall UK tour that
follows separate U.S. runs, reunites the
bands after an especially fun 2019 outing.
“It's just laughing until literally - | won’t name names - but until
someone pees,” Soto says of playing with her longtime friends.

That initial run inspired the bandmates, who all work day jobs,
to dedicate all of their vacation time to playing more out-of-state
shows. “It’s so much harder, and it takes so much more dedica-
tion, but we want to play for crowds that have never seen us,”
Soto says. “And then when we go back again next year, some
people remember us. There’s so much satisfaction to playing out-
of-town shows where you've started building a fan base.”

The release show presents a rare opportunity for locals to
catch Blushing, self-admitted sporadic Austin giggers, at their
most eclectic. Or as Soto describes their new writing mantra:

You can take the band out of Texas, but Hovvdy’s allegiance to
their home state remains stronger than ever.

Since gaining traction in Austin’s 2010s DIY scene,
Dallas-born collaborators Charlie Martin and Will Taylor have
shapeshifted from slowcore up-and-comers into beloved indie
rock heavyweights. Each new release sees the pair expand upon
their musical tool belt, adding dreamy new dimensions without
sacrificing lo-fi eclecticism and melancholy alt-country twang.

Before jetting overseas for a
European tour, the duo debuts their
self-titled fifth album with a free in-store
at End of an Ear on Saturday, following
a sold-out, unplugged underplay at Hole
in the Wall. Though Taylor guessed
they’ve maybe only played there once as
Hovvdy, he says, “I know Charlie played there with his old band,
and | played drums in a country band there, like, way too much.”
Martin adds: “Getting started in the Austin music scene back in
2014, that was always the spot.”

Taylor and Martin spoke with the Chronicle from their respec-
tive Nashville and St. Louis homes. Read the full version of this
interview online.

Austin Chronicle: How do y’all experiment and stay playful,
while remaining so true to a sound that is totally Hovvdy?

Will Taylor: | think it naturally falls out of us in a way, with the
songwriting style we have, and a lot of it has to do with the guitar
tuning we use.

band that it’s almost difficult to remove at times, but it’s what
really makes our band sound special. A lot of times I'm like,
“Why can’t | make something that doesn’t sound like Hovvdy?”

Charlie Martin: | like to think that the content of the songs does
change as our lives change in significant ways, but we're also
just leaning on songwriting as this therapeutic tool. Our goals, in
terms of how the songs ideally impact people, are pretty consis-
tent - we just want the music to be uplift-
ing and helpful to the audience.

AC: With a few lyrical nods to your home
state, it seems like Texas remains a
major inspiration for the new project.

WT: We still identify as a Texas band. I'm curious to see how
that unfolds over the next five or 10 years, but as of now, we
still identify with Texas.

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Inside Austin FC's
Latest Hot Streak

All of a sudden, Austin FC is one of the
hottest teams in Major League Soccer.
After a 1-0 victory over the weekend
against the Houston Dynamo, the Verde
and Black have now taken nine points out
of their last four games, one of just five
MLS clubs to do so.

Sebastian Driussi is healthy and scor-
ing goals. Brad Stuver leads the league in
saves. Even Emiliano Rigoni has gotten in
on the action with his clutch 86th-minute win-
ner in Houston.

“It's a good group,” head coach Josh
Wolff said after Saturday’s win. “We keep
improving. We don’t worry about the noise
and stuff outside. We know who we are, we
know how much we need to put into each
game and how precise we have to be with
our execution.”

Precision has been, statistically, one
of the club’s biggest strengths so far this
season. El Tree has scored a total of 12
goals through nine matches, smack in
the median among MLS clubs. However,
Austin’s expected goal total — a statistic
that predicts how many goals a club is likely
to have scored, based on the quantity and
location of shots taken —is a very pedestrian
7.9, according to FBRef.com. Only Austin’s
two Copa Tejas rivals, FC Dallas and the
Dynamo, have a lower tally league-wide.

But here’s the big difference. While Dallas’
7.3 expected goals have led to seven actual
goals and Houston’s 7.8 xG has led to eight
goals, Austin’s 7.9 xG has produced 12. That
discrepancy of 4.1 ranks Austin among the
top five clubs in the league in terms of making
the most of its chances.

That'’s the glass-half-full way of thinking,
at least. And Austin FC does have a history
of this. Back in 2022, while the club was
making its improbable run to the Western
Conference’s No. 2 seed and a conference
finals appearance, ATXFC led MLS with 13.1
goals above its expected figure. (Driussi was
at the heart of this, as several of his 22 goals
were of the decidedly “unexpected” variety.)

However, that’s likely exactly the kind of
statistic that Austin’s newly-appointed sport-
ing director, Rodolfo Borrell, noticed when
he declared that Austin FC “overachieved”
in 2022. Generally speaking, that kind of effi-
ciency is not sustainable.

And it’s not just on the offensive side
where Austin FC has had good fortune this
season. The club has conceded 13 goals
despite a total expected-goals-against
figure of 16.9. That difference of 3.9 is the
second-best figure in the league. Only
Minnesota United has dodged more col-
lective bullets than Austin has.

There’s certainly truth to the old adage,
“It’s better to be lucky than good.” But that
logic is best applied on the micro scale.
Individual matches. Individual shots. On the
macro, though, across an entire season, luck
simply isn’t enough to get the job done. Then
again, perhaps there’s more skill involved in
this hyperefficient output than we’re giving
Austin FC credit for.

We’'ll likely learn a lot over the next two
match days, as Austin FC takes on the
top two teams in the Western Conference.
First up is the top-ranked LA Galaxy at
Q2 Stadium Saturday afternoon, followed
by a trip north of the border to take on the
Vancouver Whitecaps on May 4.

You wouldn’t necessarily expect wins from
either of those matches. Then again, Austin
FC doesn’t seem to matter much about
what’s expected. B |

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For Butter or Verse

All-day Italian cafe Poeta brings the romance sy MeLANIE HAUPT

When you walk through the doors of Poeta,
the all-day Italian cafe that also serves as the
entrance to the tiny Frances Modern Inn on
East 11th Street, you might get the sense
you’re walking into an old-timey saloon, or
maybe a mob hangout. There’s the old upright
piano behind the host stand and the black-
fringed lampshades, and the semi-private
room with heavy curtains perfect for doing
business in hushed tones. All it needs is a
set of swinging doors and the clink of spurs
on the floor, or maybe some cigar smoke
and menacing men who say things like
“gabagool.” But Poeta, from the team behind
Intero, is a lover, not a fighter, as evidenced
not only by its name, but also by its romantic
approach to elegant Italian fare.

We made our first visit to Poeta on a
Tuesday night and were surprised to see a
full and bustling restaurant. We started our
meal with an order of fried artichokes and the

roasted beet salad. The 'chokes were lightly
breaded and tender, served buried in a mound
of shredded parmesan and grated lemon rind.
They were a delightful light bite to kick off the
meal. The beet salad comprised a mélange
of golden and red beets tossed with candied
pecans and avocado and a too-subtle citrus
dressing. We wanted just a bit more acid to
complement the earthiness of the beets and
the creamy avocado.

For our mains, we chose the cappelletti and
the roasted pork chop. The cappelletti - large,
plump pasta purses filled with blue crab and
napped with a brown butter and preserved
lemon sauce - was rich and succulent and
perfect for sharing (I think it might be a bit too
indulgent for just one person, but your mile-
age may vary). The roasted pork chop was
less successful for me, partly because the
texture of the brined-then-roasted chop was a
bit strange, a bit dry and chewy. If we’re trying

for bacon, let’'s just go with pork belly and
revel in its bodacious succulence. The com-
position of the dish demanded a “perfect bite”
arrangement on the fork: To fully appreciate
it, you had to have a bit each of pork, crispy
fingerling potatoes, arugula, and the bracing,
tangy goat cheese sauce.

We took home a piece of tiramisu for
dessert; | enjoyed it with my morning coffee
the next day. As a small finisher (or pre-
breakfast), it suffices.

Things were much less popping when we
returned for Saturday morning brunch; we
almost had the place to ourselves, which
made for fun people-watching as the numer-
ous staff alternated between milling about
and looking for something to do.

After our mocktail (for him) and oat milk
latte (for me) arrived, my spouse and | went
big with our order, partly because we were
quite hungry and partly because there were

too many attractive items on the menu we
wanted to try. | loved the arancini, four crispy
rice balls served in a sea of lamb ragu and
topped with two silky poached eggs and a
smattering of fresh basil.

The meatball panini wasn’t so much a panini
(which | believe is universally understood as
a grilled/pressed sandwich) as it was a huge
wedge of bread with its guts scooped out to
serve as aboat forthree golf-ball-sized meatballs
smothered in sauce and mozzarella cheese,
then topped with more grated parmesan. The
meatballs were dense and meaty — no cost-
cutting fillers here! — and quite flavorful. It's
definitely a fork-and-knife situation.

We topped off our meal with the “waffle-
gatto,” a large Belgian waffle served with a
scoop of very frozen (but not icy) maple gelato
on top, with warm espresso butter (yes, just
espresso and melted butter) poured on top at
the table. The entire concoction was delightful:
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not too sweet, the bitterness of the espresso
perfectly balancing the gelato. | loved this dish,
even though | worried | might not sleep for the
next day after consuming it. If | had to choose
between returning to Poeta for brunch or din-
ner, | would absolutely choose brunch so that |
could have this dish again (and that’s saying a
lot, because that cappelletti is sublime).

Just as the food was ever-so-slightly
uneven, so was the service. Our waiter at
dinner was diffident, perhaps shruggingly
aloof, butcapable. Hedidn'taskany questions,
offer much information, or engage in any
conversation (which is fine, but a little bit of
warmth is nice in a hospitality environment).
Conversely, our waiter at brunch was friendly
and funny, asking about any food allergies
(“Anything that might kill you or make me lose
my job?”) and recommending his favorite
dishes at our request.

Despite the saloon/mafia den look and feel
upon arrival, the main dining room is light and
airy, with large windows looking onto 11th
Street. The side room has a more intimate
feel for more romantic outings, although the
tables are somewhat close together. Unlike
most restaurants, at Poeta you can have a
conversation with your dining companions
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without having to scream over the acoustics
and the music, which is a welcome deviation
from the current norm.

The only negative comment | have about
the ambience is that during dinner, a support
staff member cleaned off a recently vacated
table using avery strongly fragranced cleaning
solution (I'd be willing to put money on it being
Mrs. Meyer’s basil scent). This may seem like
a nitpick, but it seems like an unforced error to
fill a dining room with a strong fragrance that
folks might be sensitive to (or who might just
want to enjoy the aromas of their food and not
cleaning solutions).

If someone were to ask me for a recom-
mendation for a romantic dinner or brunch,
I'd give Poeta my full-throated endorsement.
I’'m not sure I'd go there for a regular-degular
lunch or weeknight dinner, but it's definitely
worthy of consideration for a special occa-
sion meal, one meant more for wooing than
for warring. |

Luca Guadagnino’s silly Challengers may turn you off sex and tennis both By rRicHARD WHITTAKER

Tennis makes for great documentaries, from
William Klein’s masterful The French to Barney
Douglas’ portrait of the tortured superbrat,
McEnroe. But when it comes to dramas,
there’s something about the repetitive back-
and-forth nature of the sport that convinces
filmmakers that it’s a sport perfect to convey
sexy melodrama and devious intentions.

It is not. Let’s just accept that it's an excuse
to drink Pimm’s, eat strawberries, and look out
for silly hats at Wimbledon. Let us also just
accept that the eternally heavy-handed Luca
Guadagnino should be swatted away from
making movies with anything approaching a
metaphor.

Moving away from horror after the lumpen
Suspiria and the vacuous Bones and All (less a
film, more a Gucci ad riffing on Western vampire
classic Near Dark), he rolls into the courtside
thriller with all the sex appeal of a gym sock and
alousy script by Justin Kuritzkes, the poor man’s
Whit Stillman. It’s trashy eurosleaze with none of
the sumptuous debauchery.

The setup looks like a typical rich mouse/poor
mouse tale, with superstar Art Donaldson (Mike
Faist) slumming it at a low-level tournament in
New Jersey, facing off against burnout Patrick
Zweig (Josh O’Connor). In the stands is Tashi
(Zendaya), Art’'s wife and manager, who must

understand tennis at a deeper level than
anyone else because when the crowd looks
left, she looks right. The narrative whipsaws
back and forth to their first meeting at an earlier
tournament, when Patrick and Adam were
the bright young things of men’s doubles and
Tashi was the blazing teen star whose light is
snuffed out by an on-court accident. Across
the 13 years (and it feels every second of
them), they frot and fume and conspire and
engage in increasingly absurd conversations
about the nature of tennis.

The age of the actors is an undoubted
issue, as they are required to play the trio
across a dozen-plus years of interweavings,
trauma, love, and loathing. As the teen Patrick,
O’Connor has big “how do you do, fellow
kids” energy and always looks in his 30s,
while Zendaya is utterly unconvincing as a
manipulative thirtysomething. Only Faist pulls
off the transitions from the gulping Adam’s
apple bravado of Art’s college years to his
sullen maturity as an Andy Roddick-esque
also-ran, and that’s not enough. Oh, and if
you were hoping for the troilism implied by the
trailer, prepare to be disappointed. Guadagnino
seemingly thinks he’s being a tease, but he’s
justdry humping the audience. Fun for him, not
so much for anyone else.

So let’s talk about the sex. Challengers has
all the eroticism of a worn-out sneaker — which
may be your thing, no kinkshaming here. That
said, Guadagnino does seem very happy to
display his own peccadillos, with self-indulgent
fetishistic overtones ramped up to deliriums
rarely seen since Bob Fosse was behind a
camera. Sweaty male forms with 3% body
fat receive Beau Travail levels of adoration,
whether it’s anything to do with the narrative
or not. However, the director then cools off any
heat with sequences that are either idiotically
hilarious or hilariously idiotic. Either way, they
are devoid of anything like nuance, although
there’s a scene of Art and Patrick chomping on
each other’s sugary churros that would make
John Waters cringe at the lack of subtlety.

It's all captured with comically awful cine-
matography from Sayombhu Mukdeeprom
(Call Me by Your Name, Uncle Boonmee Who
Can Recall His Past Lives), a DP of such prov-
en caliber that none of the terrible decisions
can be put down to ineptitude and therefore
must be the result of deliberate choices. Balls
fly at the audience like a tacky 3D gimmick,
crowd shots meant to highlight the central
trio lose them, and the final rally between the
boys is a balls’-eye POV disaster too ridicu-
lous for words.

Lisa B. Thompson creates a community space with “choreopoem” By cAT MCCARREY

“This is a show by, about, and for Black girls.”

The character of Soul utters this over half-
way through the Vortex and Fusebox Festival’s
world premiere of The Black Feminist Guide
to the Human Body, but we need to hear it
now. It has to begin this review. It needs to be
shouted from mountains and rivers and yes,
these pages. Because this production, while
valuable to all, is for the Black girls. It’s not
here to educate white folk or carefully teach
certain ways to foreign parties. It has a mes-
sage. Others may view it, but it is not for them.

Playwright and certified academic Lisa
B. Thompson first introduced The Black
Feminist Guide to the Human Body as a short
“choreopoem” at festivals before expanding
to its current form. The plot, as it is, follows
Dr. Beatrice “Bea” Free (Nadine Mozon), a
tenured professor trying to create a feminist

guide to the aging body. She’s noticed a lack
of curiosity and stories about older Black
women. Joined by personified versions of
Cee Cee/Body (Sadé M. Jones) and Dee/
Soul (Hayley Armstrong), Dr. Free takes on
the logical role of Mind and explores the depth
of the body through a Black Feminist lens.

| say “as it is” about the plot, because this
is not plot-driven theatre. Guide is art theatre,
a complete glory of words and movement as
ajourney. It’s not a complex story to get lost in
—it’'s a sermon, but in the best and most uplift-
ing use of that word. It’s revival. It's meant
to reach into your soul and unlock some-
thing real, something urgent that could never
be expressed. By making incredible use of
audio clips, visuals, words, song, movement,
it distills practically every art form into a pure
thematic expression: The body is an archive.

And this archive screams for healing.
Throughout the work, Guide ponders main-
stay worries for women - fear of aging, a con-
stant lack of respect, beauty standards, feeling
ugly, sickness, and health care. Everybody
has experienced these things in a way, but
for some (*cough* Black women *cough*) it
hurts worse. The three characters converse
over memories of hairstyles, or the ways their
body has changed with age, or sorrow at the
women they knew who never stopped working
and died too soon. Topics flow like a sacred
river, accompanied by songs or rhymes or
the occasional dance break. Sometimes Dee
simply stops and hauntingly sings against a
changing backdrop of photos. Sometimes the
triad performs a Double Dutch pantomime
circling around the stage. Sometimes, there’s
just stillness as they sit with an uttered truth.

The ability to hold these complicated emo-
tions — and build on them - reigns supreme and
admirable throughout the production. There are
moments of peaceful sorrow and joyful rage,
Zen meditations while pondering the immense
losses in the community, rampages against
hatred and cruelty while performing exuberant
dance numbers or the best playground rhymes
you’ve ever heard. Calling it a “choreopoem”
was a stroke of genius. Thompson’s script is
deep, memory-based poetry. Raw and rooted
from the secret spots of the soul.

At the end, after bows and an emotional
dance party, playwright Lisa B. Thompson
addressed the crowd. She quickly called out
the allies in the audience, urging themto “buy a
Blackwoman aticket, so she can get this food.”
Judging from the enthusiastic responses
from the audience alone, this is nourishment
indeed. So | pass along her message. Let the
beautiful, sad, joyous women in your life feast
on this wisdom. |

Georgetown fest evades storms in its second year sy pouc FREEMAN

This weekend’s second annual Two Step
Inn was a tale of two Texas spring days.
Saturday arrived cold and wetin Georgetown'’s
San Gabriel Park, with several sets canceled
as the headliners were moved up two hours
in anticipation of storms gathering on the
horizon. Sunday, on the other hand, dawned
a gorgeous and perfect day in the park.

The headlining sets from Cody Johnson and
Turnpike Troubadours were as dissimilar as
the weather. Both acts put on top-slot-worthy
shows, but the distinction between Johnson’s
contemporary country superstardom and
Turnpike’s independent country songwriting
showed starkly on the main stage.

Johnson, who opened the CMT Awards show
in Austin earlier this month, drove full-horsepow-
er out the gate with latest single “That’s Texas,”
revving the crowd despite Saturday evening’s
dreary weather and 6pm adjusted start time.
The Huntsville native splashed across the stage
in rain boots while slinging hits like “Dance Her
Home” and “Me and My Kind,” but even more
prominent than the music, he cultivated a sense
of connection with the audience.

The Turnpike Troubadours, on the other
hand, didn’t seem to truly connect with the
much larger Sunday crowd until about a third
of the way through, when they fired up a sing-
along to “Every Girl.” The band was incredibly

tight, throwing superb breakdowns around
Evan Felker’s more staid front position. With
his face shadowed deep beneath his hat,
Felker just never looked completely engaged
with the audience.

Part of the challenge may have been fol-
lowing Hank Williams Jr., who delivered an
absolutely raucous and surprisingly spry hour
of familiar, feral hits. With Ryan Bingham'’s
set canceled on Saturday, Johnson followed
Colter Wall, whose sonorous cowboy tunes
drew appreciation but exuded little main-
stage charisma.

Two Step Inn’s biggest strength remains the
combination of Nineties country superstars

and emerging artists, and the fest succeeded
again on both fronts.

Like Jo Dee Messina last year, Martina
McBride proved to still have a powerful
presence, dominating the Showdeo stage in
the rain with an affirmation-filled, joyful string
of hits. Lee Ann Womack delivered a more
straightforward set, though some of the
crowd seemed to stick out Saturday simply
to sing “I Hope You Dance.” Clint Black
celebrated the 35th anniversary of debut
Killin’ Time on Sunday, but John Anderson
delivered the day’s highlight with an intimate
acoustic set — his voice graveled, but still
strafed with his distinctive twang.
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Among the younger artists, Sam Barber
impressed on Saturday with his understat-
ed, clenched-jaw drawl, along with Drake
Milligan living up to the big stage with a con-
fident and smooth George Strait croon. J.R.
Carroll charmed Sunday behind his high
twanging, down-and-out ballads, and North
Texas standout Vincent Neil Emerson at
times sounded like Hayes Carll crossed with
Waylon Jennings.

Logistically, the second Two Step Inn
improved in a number of ways on last year’s
debut. Half of the main Big River stage
was opened to the GA audience, and the
crowd size was much more manageable,
whether intentional or not. The smaller
Pony Up stage still overflowed consider-
ably, hindered by the downward slope of
the park, but overall the platforms were bet-
ter arranged in relation to each other. And
though the skies blasted bad luck, it was
handled with expert experience.

Before Saturday’s weather truncated the
mid tier, Pat Green packed out the Pony Up
stage, representing the OG Red Dirt songwrit-
ers, while Sunday’s main-stage double punch
of Sierra Ferrell and Charley Crockett justified
their breakouts.

Ferrell's set interestingly divided between
her old-time, hot-jazz-inflected roots (“Silver
Dollar”; “Jeremiah”) and more recent, country-
tuned songs (“Dollar Bill Bar”; “American
Dreaming”). Crockett raced through his
extensive catalog and struck a determined
and defiant pose to knock down doors with
new album $10 Cowboy. He may still feel like
an outsider, but the crowd’s response showed
full-throated acceptance.

Perhaps more than any other genre today;,
country and Americana is being pulled in a
number of directions, both diverging and con-
verging. Two Step Inn managed to explore a
wide range of those sounds while still striking
a mainstream Texas appeal. [ |

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Charley Crockett
$10 COWBOY (SON OF DAVY/THIRTY TIGERS)

Eleven months ago, while out promoting his hook-filled, semi-concept-album
The Man From Waco (and the redux’d “Billy Horton Sessions”), Charley Crockett
was already ruminating on his next. Looking extremely Western on the Daily Show
set, he told the host, “Hard luck and circumstances put me on street corners ...
I’m a cowboy singer, and | just want to keep singing my cowboy songs.” Indeed
ruminative, less hooky, but still a recognizable play in the Austin-area singer’s
traditional and soul country mix — new album $10 Cowboy borrows his talk show
phrasing for “Hard Luck.” Black Pumas backup singers Lauren Cervantes and
Angela Miller provide a gospel-ish chorus in one of a few new flourishes to the
Texan’s bulletproof baritone. A photo shoot in front of South Congress’ Mustang
Jewelry & Pawn also places the Arlyn Studios-made LP.

No yipping “Cowboy Candy” (2022) here, this titular “$10 Cowboy” — the album’s
most successful grab at smoky rock, unlike car-commercial burnout “Solitary
Road” — plays street corners for tips. Written on the road to bigger and bigger
dates in his recent ascent to country stardom, the midst-of-fame capture flips
between underdog vulnerability and braggadocio (especially “the street took all
my money,” repeated wearily). Alongside swirls around cities, casinos, and a lot
of luck and losing, “America” goes too broad under noted Crockett influence Bob
Dylan. His pen could also have been loosened by LP producer Billy Horton, who'd
recently mostly handled covers and reworks for Crockett’s alter ego Lil G.L. series.
Supplying a few impeccably recorded onstage rockers, $10 Cowboy slots like an

|1FOUND A REASON (MELTED RECORDZ)

Austin native Mary Bryce undergoes reinvention
under the moniker Alma Jette on her debut album,
| Found a Reason. Ahead of orchestral swells and
Seventies-influenced, Julia Jacklin-ish folk rock,
lyricless opener “The Balm the Wound” cascades with
anambient sheen. The work’s intimate arrangements
explore anxiety-drenched love through piano ballads
(“lcarus”) and crooning vocals (“All That | Can”). The
10-song project bloomed from Bryce’s relationship
with her co-writer, producer, and guitarist Jake Miles of
SMiiLE. Between recording the album in 2020 and its
current release, the pair split and lost their Los Angeles
home in afire. Rose-colored single “Do You Remember”
calls back to the inception of the singer’s romance, with
the warmth of remembrance evident through brass
accents. Bryce’s reclamation of the record, however, only
further enforces timeless themes of rebirth. “Brancusi”
carries a colder cadence with bending electric notes
and soft vibrato questioning, “Are we just actors in some
eternal play?/ Symbiotic soliloquies to space.” The effort
closes withiits title track, a quiet country rendition of the
Velvet Underground’s “I| Found A Reason.” Knowing that
the central relationship has since parted, the collection
takes on a double meaning, of bittersweet love and
haunting premonition. - MIRANDA GARZA

The songwriting of Scott Ballew looks askance
atthe world, but reveals something far beyond the
surface. Under his keening, languid delivery, the Austin
musician/filmmaker twists poetic phrases that demand
double takes - never obvious, yet ever expressive of
amoment. “/ want to see the big empty fall apart,” he
exclaims on “Can You Hear Me Smile,” echoing the
sentiments that unfold across third album Rio Bravo,

a constant scramble for meaning and connection.
From the dirgelike opening of “True Love Can’t Surf”

to winding 8-and-a-half-minute closer “A Funny
Masterpiece,” the LP punctuates late-night thoughts
with nuggets of aphoristic enlightenment. The songs
sway in a kind of fever dream, Leonard Cohen meets
Daniel Johnston. Sonically, though, Ballew draws more
from LP producer Michael Nau, as off-kilter croons

and quirky-yet-poignant arrangements harken to Nau’s
2000s indie band Page France. The result is both
unsettling and soothing, presenting small glimpses of
clarity amid regrets. - DOUG FREEMAN

debut EP of Pedal Steel Noah, aka Noah Faulkner, presents a

different kind of Texas Madness. The 16-year-old Austinite amassed over 70,000 Instagram followers

and a New York Times profile with a daily output of charmingly countrified alt-rock covers, always accom-
panied by his brother/bassist Nate and fluffy dog Kara. Outside of IG reels, his “let the pedal steel do the
talking” M.O. still intrigues, thanks to a promising display of independent songwriting. More reinterpre-
tations than covers, the guitarist plays the most memorable riffs from cuts by Joy Division, the Cure, and
Tears for Fears - lan Curtis’ “Love Will Tear Us Apart” vocal melody, Robert Smith’s cascading “Just Like
Heaven” guitar - but then moves on, creating his own melodies. Elsewhere, two originals demonstrate a
well-rounded understanding of country history: ominous “Cleopatra” recalls desolate spaghetti Western
wastelands, while “Lucy and Dixie” jumps to 2000s radio hits with lighthearted piano. The five tracks suc-
cessfully push beyond novelty or gimmick. Maybe he’ll try singing next? - CARYS ANDERSON
